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Marching band directors resign 
Music Dept. 
Chair Bingham 
to leave post 
this June; he'll 
remain as 
faculty member

The director and associate 
director of bands in the Music 
Department have resigned, and 
Music Department Chair John 
Bingham has decided to resign his 
post effective this June, not June 
1997 as he previously announced. 

Director of Bands Pat Root and 
Associate Director George Megaw 
will leave their posts at the end of 
this semester. Both are in their 
first year at MTSU. 

Their resignations come as an 
internal audit of band expenditures 
is being completed. Officials in the 
Internal Audit office have released 
no details concerning the audit and 
will not until the audit is complete. 
It is expected to be complete by next 

week. 
Megaw said he resigned 

because the desire for excellence is 
lacking within the department. 

"I was misled when I was first 
hired as regards the talent and 
support of the program," Megaw 
said. 

"It's my contention that the 
desire to excel needs to be shared 
among faculty, staff, students and 
administration," Megaw said. "It"s 
my opinion that that is not the case 
here at MTSU." 

Megaw said his resignation is 
unrelated to the internal audit and 
that he doesn't appreciate a 
university press release which 
implies they are related. 

"I understand the institution 
I MTSU i needs to retain its image, 
but I resent it being done at the 
expense of individuals," Megaw 
said 

Megaw plans to complete his 
doctorate at the University of 
Virginia, he said. 

He filed his resignation in 
February and was persuaded by 
Bingham to rethink the situation. 
He eventually decided to leave 
MTSU. 

Root could not be reached for 
comment. She filed her resignation 
approximately a week ago, 
according to Bingham. 

Bingham will remain with the 
department as a tenure-track 
faculty member. He cited newly 
developed personal and professional 
opportunities as the reasons why he 
decided to step down as chair. 

Bingham had announced that 
he would remain as chair 
throughout the 199G-1997 school 
year, but since has decided to step 
down this June. 

'The more we thought about it, 
the more we thought: 'if we're going 
to make the move, we better make 
it now.'" Bingham said. He added 
that he was eager to get back into a 
faculty position. 

A search is underway for a 
Music Department chair which is 
expected to be filled in the fall of 
1997. according to John McDaniel, 
dean of the College of Liberal Arts. 

For the 1996-1997 school year, 
Speech and Theatre Department 
Chair James Brooks will double 
responsibilities and chair the Music 
Department as well. 

The Music Department will 
now look for a temporary director 
and associate director of bands for 
the 1996-1997 school year while 
searching to fill the positions 
permanently beginning in the fall of 
1997. • 
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New construction 
to limit parking

Students will lose 200 parking spaces as early 
as May, according to Gary Hunter, manager of 
Parking Authority. 

Students and faculty lost 250 parking spaces 
when construction began on the Business and 
Aerospace Building last semester. Construction will 
begin on the new library in May. 

The site for the new library is now at the end of 
C Street next to Felder and Gore halls, and the 
parking lots on either side of the street. 

Parking Authority is planning to build two new 
parking lots to accommodate for the lost spaces. 
One lot, expanding the Mass Communications 
Building parking lot to connect with the Ezell Hall 
lot, will cost over $80,000 to build. The other, an 
addition to the Recreation Center parking lot, will 
also cost over $80,000 to build. Both areas have 
drainage problems that will need to be fixed. 

The plans for these lots must first be approved 
by the Tennessee Board of Regents (TBR) and the 
Building Commission before being sent to architects 
so that construction can begin. The lots will be 
available for use in October, Hunter said. 

Renovations on the Bell Street lot and the 
gravel lot behind Health Services are also being 
planned. Both parking lots will be paved, and more 
lights will be added. The job will cost $95,000 for 
each lot. 

There has also been discussion of building a 
parking garage. Currently there are three parking 
garages in the five-year plan. One is a 1000-car 
garage as an extension of Kirksey Old Main. The

A changing of the guard 
occurred at the University of 
Tennessee's Varsity Courts 
Tuesday afternoon. 

MTSU 4, UT 3. 
Coupled with last 

Wednesday's 4-3 win over 
Vanderbilt, the Blue Raiders 
now lay claim as the number 
one team in, ironically, the 
Volunteer State. 

28th-ranked MTSU came 
into Tuesday's match with the 
24th- ranked Vols with revenge 
on its mind. Earlier this season 
on Feb. 2, the UT embarrassed 
the Blue Raiders 6-1 in the 
third place match of the 
O'Charley's Invitational. 

Coach Dale Short said a big 
difference between the two 
matches involved how his 
squad reacted to the pressure of 
the situation. 

"As our season has 
progressed and as we have 
faced more and more pressure 
on court, we have gradually 
responded better to it," Short 
said. "This is a sure sign that 
we will be beginning to make 
more of a mark on the national 
scene." 

Tuesday's match began 
with the Blue Raiders taking a 
1-0 lead with two wins in 
doubles play. The team of Fred 
Niemeyer/Marshall Brown won 
the first match at number 
three, 8-2. 

After Julius Robberts and 
Mark Follett lost a close 8-6 
pro-set to Vols Pablo Montana 
and Chris Mahony, the number 
two ranked team in the 
country, the all-important 
doubles point came down to the 
last match. 

Blue Raiders Anthony 
DeLuise and David McNamara 
clinched the point with a hard 
fought 9-8(6) win, giving 
Middle the advantage and the 
momentum heading into singles 
play. 

The doubles point proved to 
be the difference in the match 
as the two teams split the six 
singles matches. 

MTSU's win, however, did 
not come without its share of 

drama. 
Following Volunteer wins 

at numbers four, five and six, 
UT held a 3-2 lead with two 
matches left on court. 
McNamara had earned the 
Blue Raiders second point with 
a 6-4, 6-3 win over Willem 
Thomas at the number three 
seed. 

97th-ranked Niemeyer 
knotted the match at three with 
a hard fought 7-6(5), 7-5 win 
over 48th-ranked Mahony in 
the number two singles match. 

"I was down a break in the 
first set but managed to get 
back on track, change my game 
plan a little and gut out the 
win," Niemeyer said. 

His win left 73rd-ranked 
DeLuise, playing at number 
one, left on court against 36th- 
ranked Montana. 

Both players had set points 
in the first set which lasted 
almost two hours. DeLuise was 
able to win it in a tiebreak and 
carried that momentum into 
the second, closing out Montana 
and the Vols with a 7-6(9), 6-4 
win. 

"The first set was critical 
for Anthony," Short said. "Both 
players had opportunities and 
after a set like that, whoever 
wins it is usually going to win 
the match." 

Short did not downplay the 
significance of this win. 

"This is the first time we've 
beaten UT in school history," 
Short    said. "They    are 
perennially ranked in the top 
20 in the country and they are 
an interstate rival. A win like 
this is not only big for our team 
but the entire administration of 
the University as well." 

The 16-4 Blue Raiders 
resume OVC play at home this 
weekend with a match 
Saturday against Morehead, 
followed by a doubleheader 
Sunday with Austin Peay and 
Eastern Kentucky. 

Saturday action begins at 
10:00 a.m. at the Murphy 
Center courts. Play on Sunday 
against Austin Peay begins at 
9:00 a.m. with the EKU match 
beginning at approximately 
2:00 p.m. •

every Greek social organization to Dr.

The campus Recreation 
Center is planning for 
expansion to fulfill the original 
plan and to address one of the 
latest problems with the center. 

In the original building 
plan, the Recreation Center 
should have included a martial 
arts/aerobics/meeting room and 
an outdoor pool, said Glenn 
Hanley, director of Campus 
Recreation. The construction 
was put off until the completion 
of the main building in order to 
ensure that enough funding 
was left, Hanley said. 

The room addition is 
projected to be 2500-3000 
square feet. It will be used for 
martial arts, aerobics and a 
general meeting facility. The 
proposed pool, which is 
designed to be 50 feet by 80 
feet, will be located in the sun 

deck area on the south side of 
the Recreation Center near the 
sand volleyball courts, Hanley 
said. 

One of the additions that 
was not in the original plan is 
more locker rooms. 

The addition of these rooms 
is the result of many letters 
and other input from students 
who have found the current 
locker space inadequate, 
Hanley said. The projected 
number of new lockers would be 
600 for each gender. 

The cost for construction of 
all three of these new facilities 
is estimated at $2.5 million, 
which will come from the 
original funding for the 
Recreation Center. 

The construction is 
scheduled to begin in the fall 
and should be completed by the 
fall of 1997. •

second, also with a 1000-car 
capacity, will be behind the 
Health Services Building. 

Most recently, plans have 
been made to include a 
parking garage behind Floyd 
Stadium. 

Before construction can 
begin, the Department of 
Parking and Transportation 
must have the cost of 
constructing the building plus 
a 10-year debt services fee, 
totaling $1.7 million. 
Construction is not scheduled 
to start on any of the parking 
garages before the year 2000. 

The Department of 
Parking and Transportation 
houses the Parking Authority, 
which handles all parking 
issues, and the Department of 
Transportation, which handles 
such services as the Raider 
Xpress. 

The Department of 
Parking and Transportation is 
a self-funded office. It receives 
no money from TBR or MTSU. 
All revenue the department 
receives comes from parking 
fees, violations and other 
special services. 

The Traffic Committee, 
which reports to the 
Department of Parking and 
Transportation, has suggested 
a $5 across the board increase 
in parking fees. 

Currently, 52 percent of 
the department's revenue 
comes from parking violations. 

"Our goal is to decrease 
the number of tickets we 
write," Hunter said. 

The traffic committee has 
also recommended an increase 
in parking violations for the 
fall. Regular $10 tickets will 
be increased to $25. Overtime 
tickets of $5 will be increased 
to $10. No permit violations of 
$15 will be increased to $30. 
Fire lane violations of $50 and 
handicapped violations of $100 
will stay the same. 

The department is trying 
to plan ahead for the future to 
ensure that there will be 
enough parking spaces and to 
properly utilize all of their 
services to ensure convenience 
and public safety, said Linney 
Moore, Coordinator of 
Operational Services. 

Other ideas the 
department is exploring 
include: a voice recognition 
system similar to TRAM 
which would register vehicles 
for parking permits; changing 
all parking spaces west of D 
Street to green spaces; 
designating resident and 
commuter parking; and 
establishing a dismount zone 
for rollerblading, 
skateboarding and bicycling. 

The dismount zone would 
start at the KUC and end at 
Peck Hall.

What is the >asis for morality in our 
society? 

Some would say that we don't have 
one. People must choose for themselves 
what they think is right. There is no 
external moral code. Each individual 
must discern what is right for them. If 
others do not agree, that is their 
prerogative, but each person chooses 
what is permissible. 

There may be a little truth to that, 
but there are rules in our culture. Our 
choice comes when we decide if we agree 
with, and are going to abide by, the rules 
placed on us by society. If we do not 
agree with them we can choose to not 
follow. Of course, we must then pay the 
price set by society for disobedience, 
however steep that may be. So really, we 
as a group choose what is right and 
wrong, and hold each other accountable 
to that. How can we do that? 

If there is no external moral code, 
how can a society regulate itself? Is 
there some person who decides what is 
right? If I claim one thing, and you 
another, who decides which is right? 
How do we come to the conclusion that 
one view is better than another? Aren't 
all people equal to each other? You could 
say common sense would tell us, but 
what if my common sense tells me 
something different from you? Who are 
you to say I am wrong? 

The Nazis were convinced they were 
right. Hitler had a list that placed the 
Jews just barely above the apes on the 
evolutionary scale, and he was helping 
out the world by killing them off. He saw 
nothing wrong with what they were 
doing. To him, they were not even 
human. He felt it would be wrong to let 
them live. How do we know he was 
wrong? Is it only because we happen to 
have won that he was wrong? If we had 
lost World War II would he have been 
right? Does it only take having the 
power to back up what you say to make 
you right? 

Ask any criminal. They will tell you 
that the law they were convicted under 
was wrong. They don't deserve to be 
punished. If we humans arbitrarily 
decide what is wrong and right, what is 
moral and immoral, how can we argue 
with those criminals? What makes my 
opinion of right and wrong more correct 
than theirs? 

I guess it really comes down to who 
has the power. Whoever controls makes 
the rules. Yet, that does not guarantee 
that the rules will be right, only that 
they will follow the perspective of the 
powerful. Luckily in America, we have 
the opportunity to select who we put in 
power, to some degree. Still, how do we 
know those in power are right? They 
need to be measured to something. 

Some would say that the 
Constitution is what we should base all 
our morals on. I think that is a pretty 
good place to start. We should definitely 
follow the "law" of the land, but it does 
not cover all the moral questions.   We 

need an additional measure. We could 
look to the external moral code that the 
authors of the Constitution used. These 
men allowed the accepted moral code of 
that time to influence the laws we hold 
most dear. 

The accepted code of that day was 
based upon the Christian faith. The men 
who penned that great paper, the people 
who appointed them, and the people they 
served all held to the morals of 
Christianity. Some would point out that 
we really don't know the condition of 
anyone's heart, and the founding fathers 
may have held to any view. I agree, but 
these men were also smart. Probably a 
good many of these men were not 
Christians, but they knew if they wanted 
to remain in their esteemed position in 
the community they had better make 
laws that reflected what the people 
thought was right. The Constitution is 
based upon Christian principles. 

The Constitution is not a Christian 
document It is not evangelical in 
nature, it does not forbid worship of any 
kind, and within its pages you will find 
no Christian doctrine. The laws and 
principles of this writing do, however, 
reflect the morality of Christianity. If we 
hold this document as our moral basis, 
we cannot overlook that fact. We do not 
have to embrace the doctrine of the 
Christian faith in order to embrace the 
morals. People have lived very moral 
lives, according to Christianity, who have 
never professed a belief in Jesus Christ 
as their Savior. 

We are not a Christian nation, but 
our moral code is based on the principles 
of Christianity. Historically, Christian 
ethics supposedly defined right and 
wrong in our culture, not that people 
always followed them. Still, these were 
our measure of right and wrong. In 
recent years our moral base has been 
replaced with a void. It seems we have 
no measure anymore, and our 
community suffers because of it. Is it 
wrong for people to call for a return to a 
moral base? 

On a side note, some folks over at the 
Baptist Student Center are getting ready 
to make up some really interesting pies. 
Baked bean/mustard/spinach topped 
with whipped cream and tuna fish/green 
peas/ ketchup with a light glaze are just 
a few of the possible combinations. 
Every year the Baptist Student Union 
holds a Pie-Face-Race to raise money for 
missions. Four "contestants" are selected 
and people "vote" for the ones they wish 
to receive the most pies by putting 
pennies in the ballot box. One cent 
equals one vote. Then on the fateful day, 
all the pies are auctioned off to 
individuals who wish to deliver the 
"prize" to the winners. 

On Thursday, April 18, after our 
regular 7:00 p.m. meeting, you will have 
the opportunity to bid for, buy, and throw 
a most disgusting pie in my face. If you 
think this is a dream come true, and you 
don't care that the proceeds are going 
towards mission projects, come on and 
bring your money. The Baptist Student 
Center is located across from the light by 
the Industrial studies building and 
Alumni Gym on Tennessee Boulevard.

A free society's tolerance different from acceptance 
To the Editor, 

The Uniform Equality 
Committee (UEC) would like to 
thank those who attended the 
symposium on homosexuality and 
culture on March 28. The 
experience of coming together to 
share both sides of the issue was 
rewarding and helps to lead us in 
the right direction toward 
understanding. 

With the release of the UEC 
Report on Sexual Orientation and 
MTSU, the work has just begun in 
crafting this understanding into a 
working resolution. As university 
departments, programs and 
organizations continue to join in 
support of ensuring equality without 
regard to sexual orientation, our 
collective resolve to focus on working 
together excluded no one. 

The clear distinction between 
tolerance and acceptance has been 
outlined in materials made available 
by the UEC since last year. 

In a society which champions 
religious freedom, it is not assumed 
that Christians must now "accept" 

the chosen ideologies and practices 
of other religions anymore than we 
should have to "accept" 
homosexuality under policies of 
equality. 

The fear that we must now begin 
"accepting" homosexuality is just 
that: fear. What's more, the 
questionable idea that such a policy 
will create hundreds of thousands 
more homosexuals because it is now 
"all right" to be gay is greatly 
overshadowed by the existing fact 
that our "Christian nation" has 
made it clearly "all right" for 
millions to be Muslim, Buddhist, 
Hindu or Pagan through the 
Puritan-Christian won "Freedom of 
Religion." 

Rather than focus on those "lost" 
to other religions due to protecting 
this "freedom," a far easier war to 
win called scapegoating occurs. 

"Scapegoating" is an ancient 
ritual of transferring the 
community's sins into a goat and 
then beating it until the goat 
escapes into the hills taking their 
sins away. For an extreme few, this 
has unfortunately replaced the 

central belief of the Christian faith 
that Jesus has already taken their 
sins away. 

The politics that follow these 
actions have historically maintained 
unreasoned inequalities. The 
results harm more than do good 
through ill-fated attempts to justify 
the sanctity of faith. 

In my "paradigm," an ideal 
society inspired by God provides for 
the least among people and lifts 
them in equal presence before the 
splendid wonder that is the 
universe. It is evidence enough for 
me to see the stars shining equally 
on us all while the only 
contradictions to this remain buried 
in the words and written texts of 
man. 

This truth continues to nurture 
proactive measures to ensure 
equality without regard to sexual 
orientation and keeps us focused on 
the future. The truth of what is civil 
will prevail where this work is done.

Fools Rush In is a six-piece band 
from Murfreesboro and for the past 
two years, they have been banging out 
their own special brand of eclectic, 
alternative, rock 'n' roll type of ... 
something ... and gaining recognition 
for their unique sound. Hence the 
third place honors at the Boro's band 
contest, performed under very 
strenuous circumstances. 

"Just before we were going on, 
they made an announcement that 
Fleming & John were going to be on 
the Conan O'Brien show," Trebing 
explains. "So they made everybody 
stop playing and we watched Conan 
O'Brien. And then somebody shouted 
out 'Support local music!' It was very 
weird." 

Of course, Trebing harbors no 
bitterness toward Fleming & John, but 
he has developed a dislike for the

Boro's TV. In fact, at a recent gig, he 
broke precedent by turning off the 
television - during the NCAA Finals. 

Obviously, this is a group that is 
not afraid. (Maybe they should've 
written that Fleming & John song.) 

The rest of the band consists of 
guitarists Kitty Cobb and Bruce 
Frazier, drummer Rodney Henry and 
bassist Linus Byars. Cobb is the most 
important member of the band, 
according to the others, because she 
can tune everyone's instruments. 

Cobb modestly replies, "I have a 
tuner. By God, when that green light 
comes on, I know it's an 'A!'" 

Frazier is the least important 
member of the band, according to the 
others, because he's the only one that 
hasn't shown up for the interview and 
can't defend himself. 

Byars is the least hygienic member 
of the band, according to everyone. 
And to prove it, he rolls up his sleeve 
to reveal a phone number he wrote on 
his arm on Friday. This interview is 
taking place on Monday evening. If 
Byars' parents wanted to name their 

son after a "Peanuts" character, 
perhaps Pigpen would've been more 
appropriate. 

"I've been meaning to write the 
number down and I haven't yet, so I 
can't take a bath,'" Byars admits. "It's 
pretty bad, because I work around 
food." 

With that unpleasantry out of the 
way, the band focuses on their music, 
which is very difficult to pin down. 

"It really just stems from the urge 
to break stuff," Trebing says. 

"We're really loud," Byars says. 
"We're sillier than we are obnoxious." 

Seriously, Fools Rush In is very 
percussive, very different and, yes, 
they are very loud. 

They often perform with a 
percussionist and there is a single bass 
drum on-stage for whomever feels the 
need to kick it. But the end of the 
evening is the real eye-opener, because 
when Trebing says their music stems 
from the urge to break stuff, he means 
it. 

The band members discard their 
instruments - which are still on and 

feeding back like crazy - and began to 
pound out a beat with the drummer on 
anything in sight, be it the bass drum, 
a trash can, a table top or anything 
else that's whackable. The instrument 
doesn't matter because it's a beat and 
it's undeniable. 

But a beat is only as good as the 
song it propels, and their songs are 
worthy of the pounding they receive. 

A distinct blend of just about any 
kind of music you could name, Fools 
Rush In manages to forge an original 
sound without being pinned down to 
one genre or similar band. It is equal 
parts rock, funk, industrial and none 
of the above at the same time. 
Confused? Whatever they may or may 
not sound like, they are one thing: 
good. 

"We've really been struggling with 
a description for our music," Trebing 
says. "The closest we've come so far is 
'Valvoline with sound.' It's a random 
sort of thing." 

Obviously, this is a group with an 
identity crisis. And a future. #

I wanted to know 
everything there was to know about 
MTSU before I came down." 

One of the facets of coaching Wiel 

stressed the most on Wednesday was 
being open to the media, the students 
and the community around the team. 

"To tell you the truth, I think 
that's the most important thing about 
coaching a team in any college town." 
Wiel said. "The people have to feel 
that it's their team, because it is. It's 
the student body's team, and the 
community's. The coach coaches the 
team but it reflects MTSU, and we're 
going to try to represent MTSU as 
well as we can." 

"I'm somebody that's very open. 
Wiel added. "I like to run open 
practices. I'd like to be able to reach 
into the community; go visit with 
people, the student body, and 
somehow get the interest way up to 

where    it    was. 
       That's my main 

job- 
While at 

North Carolina, 
Wiel said he saw 
the Blue Raiders 
play in regional 
tournaments. 
Also, the coach 
said he was 
exposed to 
Middle 
Tennessee 
basketball years 
ago, when he 
was acquainted 
with former Blue 
Raider Jerry 
Beck while the 
two were playing 
professionally in 

Europe. 
"Right now, of course. I'm coming 

into a situation where the players are 
used to another coach, but after I meet 
the players I will make each one of 
them feel like I recruited them." Wiel 
said. "I'm the kind of person who is 
very close to the players I'll do 
anything for them, but I have a very 
strong commitment academically. All 
they have to do is go to class, and do 
their best." 

While Wiel said he saw potential 
in both the current Blue Raider team 
and its potential recruiting class for 
next year, he also said he would look 
forward to recruiting his own players. 

"You want to get the best talent 
you can get in-state, and then you 
want to get the best you can out of the 
state," the coach said. "I've done a lot 
of coaching internationally, and I'm 
still very much involved in Spain, 
Italy and Holland. Just from knowing 
the coaches whenever there's a very 
good player that's a foreigner, I get

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MTSU golf team takes fifth 
at Morehead's Eagle Classic

Maine Brock took his 
second consecutive top five 
finish to help lead the Blue 
Raider golf team to a fifth place 
finish at the Eagle Classic in 
Morehead, Ky. 

Brock's two-over 218 was 
the fourth-place individual 
score at the Classic, played at 
the new Eagle Trace Golf 
Course and hosted by the 
Morehead State Eagles. 

"Maine struggled with his 
putter the whole time up there, 
but he hit the ball well," Moore 
said. "I told him when the 
putts start dropping for him. 
somebody better get out of the 
way." 

The tournament was won 
by Berry College, who finished 
with a +24 888 for the two-day, 
54-hole tournament. Middle 
finished   12  strokes behind 

Berry with a 900, 36 strokes 
above par. 

"I thought we could go up 
there and win it, quite 
honestly," said MTSU golf 
coach Johnny Moore. "But we 
just didn't play as well as we 
could have. There's no defense 
in golf, it either goes in or it 
doesn't." 

The Raiders had to play in 
extremely cold weather for the 
first time, including periods of 
snow during Tuesdays final 
round. While he did not want 
to make evjuses, Moore 
admitted the weather effected 
his team's play. 

Brock led the Raiders with 
an opening round 70, and Brian 
Higgins, who placed 14th on 
the individual leader board, 
was the team leader for the 
second and third round with a 
pair of even-par 72's. 

Other Raiders contributing 

to the team's overall 
performance were David Head 
(233), Steve Ressler (233) and 
David Reed (231), whose play is 
pivotal to MTSU's success, 
according to the Raider coach. 

"David's sort of the pivot 
man for us," Moore said. 
"'When he is doing well, we'll do 
well. Maine and Brian are both 
playing good golf, but we need 
David playing well to put us 
over the top." 

The Raiders will travel to 
Cincinnati's O'Bannon Country 
Club next Monday to compete 
in the one-day, 36-hole Xavier 
Invitational, hosted by Xavier 
University. Eastern Kentucky 
and Morehead will also be 
representing the OVC at the 
Invitational, so Moore said he 
considers it a good tune-up for 
the OVC tournament, which 
will be played April 22-24 at 
Springhouse Golf Club. •
