The Southern Association for
Colleges and Schools, an ac-
crediting agency, will visit
MTSU next week to determine
whether or not the university is
eligible for reaccreditation,
according to June McCash,
director of the MTSU self-study
steering committee.

“Every 10 years we do a self-
study of the university to see
where we are going and how
far we've come,” McCash said.
“This self-study program lasts
for two years and is required
every 10 years to
accreditation.”
