Students to vote today

MTSU students will casttheir
votes in favor of or against the

proposed ASB constitution
today, Peter Hall, senate
speaker, said.

The constitutional reform

committee, chaired by Jeff
Barnett, attorney general, made
the revisions to the former
constitution. These were ap-
proved by the house and senate
March 6th. A two-thirds ma-
jority of the students voting is
needed to pass the referendum.
Voting will take place only
in the University Center
between the hours of 8 a.m.
and 4 p.m., Hall said.
Revisions to the constitution
center around Article 11, which

students rights and responsi-
bilities, said Hall.

Also included inthe rewriting
were Article V, Sec. 2, dealing
with the composition of the ASB
senate; Article VI, Sec. 7,
which deals with the creation
of the General Sessions Court
and the amendment to the con-
stitution requiring 500 signa-
tures rather than 150 to amend
or pass an amendment to the
constittion.

On  Wednesday, April 11,
election of ASB officials and
Senate members will be held.

However despite
conditions, in the presi-
dential election held two
weeks ago, 44 per cent of
the vote went to Allende.

Von Lazarattributed this

high winning margin to the
majority of working class
males, their pride in the
system and their class con-
sciousness gained through
their new economic power.
The women’s vote, the mid-
dle class vote and the
oligarchy vote was split.

The worker owns him-
self, von Lazar said, adding
that a revolution of produc-
tion and class conscious-
ness was now underway.

He cited an example of
male workers demonstra-
ting in Chile before the
national election.

We must urge MTSU’s student body to vote no
in today’s constitutional referendum,

There are several reason’s for advocating this
position. These reasons center around the fact
that the proposed constitution infringes upon
student rights.

If passed, one section of the constitution would
effectively put an end to positive input to the
student government by non-ASB members. This

change would require 500 names on a petition
proposing a constitutional amendment.

Presently it just takes 150 names. Apathy, be-
ing what it is on campus, would make it virtually
impossible for a single student to propose an
amendment.

Passage of the constitution would rob the ASB
Senate of the right to approve nominees for ASB
Presidential cabinet posts. In other words, there
would be no way to prevent the appointment of an
undesirable nominee.

It appears that the ASB government is trying to
isolate itself from the students that it claims to

serve. We must admit that the best way to end
criticism is to cut off forms of input.

The referendum date has also been needlessly
shuffled. Originally it was scheduled forMarch 7,
a date that did not allow the two weeks of publi-
city guaranteed by the present constitution.

The March 7 date was then changed to March
21. SIDELINES, in an attempt to provide the stu-
dent body with adegquate information on the pro-
posed constitution, published a special edition on
March 20, an unscheduled publication date.

Restrictions of student rights and date shuffling

are not the only problems with the proposed
constitution.

The document makes no provision for speaker

pro tempore posts in either the ASB Senate or
House. A limitation is also placed onthe creation
of inferior courts

It also fails ¥ resolve one of the major prob-
lems of the present constitution, electoral pro-
cedures.

We, the SIDELINES’ Editorial Board, feel that
the students of this university deserve a better
constitution--a constitution that will guarentee
students a chance to participate in the workings
of the “student™ government.

Strip mining shows
no real benefits

Tennessee’s eastern extremities are being
scarred by the mechanized monsters of the strip
miner.

Some ofthe damaging effects of stripmining are:
® scarred mountains
® loss of topsoil, timber and vegetation
® mud slides
® siltation of streams

® silt and mineral deposits on downstream fields
® sheet and gully erosion
® damage to water supplies.

Last vear the state legislation passed the
Tennessee Surface Mining Law to end the problems
caused by strip mining, but lax enforcement has
ruined the effectiveness of this law.

Countless letters and petitions have been sub-
mitted to the state, but thevhaveall been ignored.
Lawsuits have also been fruitless.

Many citizens realize that strip mining is
harmful, but they believe that it is necessary to
provide adequate power. In actuality this idea is
very inaccurate. Only seven per cent of the coal
used by the Tennessee Valley Authority is strip
mined.

Just 13 per cent of the country’s coal reserves
are strip minable. The remaining 87 per cent can
only be reached by deep mining.

Strip mining damage also extends to the econo-
- mies of coal producing areas. Stripminingneeds

machines not men. Consequently unemploy ment
and out-migration results. In 1970-71 less than
700 men were employed in strip mining ventures.

One must also consider the fact that only a
few local land owners benefit from the income
created by coal mining. Most of the coal land is
owned by large outside companics. One such
company, American Association Ltd., a British
corperation, owns over 50,000 acres inEast Ten-
nessee.

Close examination reveals that strip mining has
no benefits. Therefore, we contend that the
Tennessee State Legislature should outlaw strip
mining within the borders of the state
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University attempts self-study

An activity is going on at the present time
that many of you may not be aware of, but
which might be of interest to you. Itis a
university self-study, required every ten
years by the Southern Association of Sec-
ondary Schools and Colleges, which is the
accrediting agency for schools inthis region.

Some twelve committees, made up of both
faculty and students, are exploring such
topics as student enrollment, physical plant,
purposes and projections in relation to
MTSU.

On the Other Hand

This is indeed quite detached from when
the next test is going to be in your class
and yet it is an activity which merits some
interest and attention from the student body.

As its name implies, the self-study is a
summary and evaluation of what we are doing
and where we are headed in the next ten
years or so. It is supposed to give the uni-
versity some sense of purpose anddirection,
besides keeping us in the Southern Associa-
tion. On this idea, I have some ideas.

Anyone who pays either taxes or tuition
probably knows that MTSU is governed by a
State Board of Regents, which is over the
regional universities and community colleges

and on the next level up by the Tennessee
Higher Education Commission (THEC, or
Tee-Heck, phonetically).

The University of Tennessee system has
its own handy board under THEC, and, bluntly
speaking, competes for funds and privileges
with just about all the other institutions of
higher education in the state. And, I might
add, UT does quite well for itself.

Regional universities have for a long time
had importance almost exclusively for their
respective regions, especially in the area of
teacher education. For this reason, the
regionals have stuck to the status quo often-
times, staying a teachers’ collegeinpractice
if not in name.

In our particular case, the situation is
growing more complex. Programs are of-
fered for the surrounding community and
since over a fourth of the student body is
from Davidson County and possibilities are
open for cooperation with Nashville schools,
MTSU is beginning to take on more of an
urban aspect, in addition to being a good old
regional teachers’ school.

These changes have vast significance for
this school. Decisions must be made and
priorities set for many endeavors. For
example, should we continue primarily as
the same kind of college we have been, of

course always striving to improve and en-
rich our programs?

Or should we do more research and pub-
lishing, an area admittedly lacking here in
comparison to other schools, whether this
lack be good or bad.

Will MTSU continue its unparalleled
growth and therefore need more facilities,
personnel, and, of course, money? Or will
the boom falter, and will we continue to turn
out teachers and people with a good general
education for further, post-graduate study?

One of the things tying all this together is
the fact that just about all new degree pro-
grams and major revisions have to be ap-
proved by, you guessed it, the Regents and
Tee-Heck. Keeping that in mind, are our
plans for growth and progress realistic in
the scheme of Tennessee’'s higher education
needs?

These are just some of the many complex
questions that the self-study is trying todeal
with. The total bulk of work, including de-
partmental self-studies and committee re-
ports, will easily amass several hundred
pages.

The outcome? It's not really known yet,
since the study will continue into May. But
all these educational, social, political, and
personal questions, revolving around the big
thought of “What are we doing here?”
will lead to fascinating study.

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Class to study effects of drugs

Psychoactive drugs and
their effects on the body
will be the main emphasis
of the summer course
in psychopharmacology,
Jeannette Heritage, in-
structor of the class, said.

A chance for a “factual
and scientific look at
drugs” will be offered to
interested students, she
- said.

“Anyone working with
young people needs toknow
the facts about drugs so
they can talk intelligently
about them,” she said. “If
obvious mistakes are made
they (the young people)
will really lose respect
and interest.”

“When a teacher or coun-
selor notices the symp-
toms of drug abuse, in-
formation from this course
should help them to know

how to deal with the prob-
lem,” Heritage, a former
pharmacist, said.

“The most frequent
question I am asked is if
chemistry or physiology
is required,” the instructor
said. “They are helpful but
definitely not necessary.”

“The class will discuss
the chemical structure of
the drugs but will not go
into them deeply. Students
with a good chemical back-
ground can go into it in
much greater detail if they
desire,” she said.

Heritage said that funds
are being sought for drug
experiments on rats.

Many different kinds of
drugs will be covered in
the class, from the social
drugs through the halluci-
nogens to the physically
addicting. The social drugs
include caffeine, nicotine
and alcohol.

“Across - the - counter
drugs will be studied too.
It has been found that many
of these drugs can be very
harmful and students
should know more about
them,” Heritage said.

The class, which will be
held the first summer ses-
sion, will study the history
of the various drugs, how
society affects drugusage,
and the current use and
abuse of drugs.

Oakley Ray, a Vander-
bilt professor inpsycholo-
gy and an associate pro-
fessor in pharmacology,
wrote the textbook being
used. According to Heri-
tage, it is “very readable,
possibly the best I have
seen.”

JOHNSON CITY--East Tennessee State University’s
Gilbreath Hall was filled by students anxious to hear
he dean of women’s liberationists, Betty Friedan,
clarify the history of the movement and to outline
goals for the future.

Friedan is apparently concerned that the movement
will fail due to confusion at what she describes as
“the end of phase one.” Such confusion, she explained,
comes from extreme man-hating elements of the move-
ment.

Extremism is merely a symptom of years of
repression, she commented, and should not be con-
fused with the mainstream of the movement. Women
should not have men as “the enemy,” she said, because
to deny that a woman needs a man’s love is to deny
that she is human.

Phase II should include restructuring by both men
and women “of society, home, professions and
institutions built around obsolete feminine and mas-
culine stereotypes,” Friedan said. The restructuring
would include more sharing of housework; more
emphasis on human needs than on profit; paternity
leaves for new fathers and changing sex roles.

The Women's Movement has achieved “important
milestones™ towards this restructuring, Friedan said.
Among these is the recent Supreme Court decision
on abortion. Friedan added that this should not be
used as a method of birth control, but only as a
last resort.

The Women’s Movement arose when women suffered
an identity crisis, according to Friedan. Her best
seller, “The Feminine Mystique,” outlined this crisis
and brought women together in 1962.

In a life span of 70 years, Friedan pointed out, a
woman can no longer define herself as merely
someone2 else’s wife or mother, though this may be
a, or the, most important ‘act of her life.
