Coach Charles (Bubber)
Murphy, athletic director,
began as asuperiorathlete
and made a name for him-
self as an equally superior
coach. Since he graduated
from college, practically
all he has done is coach.

Now a new six and ahalf
million dollar gymnasium
may be named after him.

He has been around a
long time and does not
plan to retire for another

seven years. He coached
at MTSU for 22 years and
has been athletic director
for three years, totaling
25‘years of servicetothis
university.

Murphy helped some-
what in the designing of
the new gym along with
the physical education
faculty.

Before even hiring an
architect, the coaches,
physical education people
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and head engineer con-
sulted with an advisor
and specified individual
preferences.

“We took trips to Notre
Dame, Western Kentucky,
the Air Force Academy
and Southern Illinois to
look at their gymna-
siums,” Murphy stated.

The rooting anaglass1s
the architect’s idea. The
scoreboard and seating is
borrowed from Notre
Dame and the sides and
roof were similar to the
Air Force Academy’s.

This gym, with less
seating capacity, is, how-
ever, larger than most
others in the state. There
are two auxiliary gyms,
two dance floors the size
of the old gym, a driver
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training center and-eight
classrooms.

“I think it will help
the department to grow
and will certainly help in
recruiting,” Murphy said.

As MTSU coach,
Murphy can certainly
claim some responsibility
for the growth of the ath-
letic department.

In 1965, he was named
Coach of the Year andwas
a finalist for National
Coach of the Year honors.
He had a 155-63-8 record
while coaching MTSU and
won or tied eight OVC
championships. There
were four undefeated foot -
ball teams during his
tenure.

“There were no schol-
arships then,” he said.
“Only workships. Iwork-
ed in the cafeteria for my °
meals.”

There were only two
coaches in 1935, anassis-
tant and a head coach. Now

there are six football
coaches and four basket-
ball coaches, not to men-

tion a golf coach who has
probably won more cham-
pionships in the nation
than any other, according
to Murphy.

After graduating from
college, Murphy coached
in Goodlettsville for two
and a half years, then went
into the navy.

“l never saw a ship in
the service,” he said. “I
coached the whole time.”

He then received his
masters at Peabody and
coached at Peabody Dem-
onstration School.

He played professional
baseball in the New York
Giant organization and
was MTSU’s first Little
All-American.

Campus receives

project grants

Linnel Gentry, director
of institutional research
and projects, has announc-
ed approval of grants for
four projects, which total
approximately $104,000.

The university received
a $26,277 grant from the
Murfreesboro Water and
Sewer Department toaid in
planning a study of the West
Fork of Stones River.

This grant will be under
the direction of Marion
Wells.

A $1,800 grant was
approved by the Tennessee
Institute on Aging for the
work of Rita Decker-Gregg
concerning independent
living for the aged.

The university will also
receive a $40,000 grant
from the Tennessee Law
Enforcement Planning
Agency to commence full
operation of the criminal
justice administration de-
gree program during the
spring semester.

This $40,000 grant is
supplemented by $13,799 in
local funds. The degree
must be approved by the
Higher Education Com-
mission before it can go
into effect.

The Law Enforcement
Planning Agency granted
$16,674 to campus for Jerry
L. Fryrear, forhisworkon
the photographic approach
to self-concept modifica-
tion injuvenile delinquents.
This grant will be matched
by $5,558 in university
funds.
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WMOT plans late night program change

WMOT-FM is planning to
change their late night pro-
gramming to include a revival
of the ’50’s music, according to
Pat Jones, program director.

Jones said the change willbe-
gin Dec. 19 and will occupy the
9-11 slot replacing the present
format of rock music. He added
that rock music will continue
from 11 p.m. until 1 a.m.

“It seems to me,” Jones
stated, “that a revival of the
50’s is sweeping across the
nation like a runaway hulahoop.
A good many stations across the
nation have changed their for-

mats to include old rock ‘nroll.”

Jones continued that Henry
Loomis, new president of the
Corporation for Public Broad-
casting, of which WMOT-FM is
a member, has issued a state-
ment saying, “We should ex-
periment with new innovative
techniques. [ think this is one
of our functions--that we can
afford to fail.”

WMOT-FM receives a grant
of about $15,000 a year from
CPB, according to Jones.

Student staff reaction to the
new programming change was

not favorable when the change
was announced at a station staff
mecting last week.

Student announcer Bruce
Newman noted that the new for-
mat would reduce the present
progressive rock programming
by one half and other announc-
ers suggested that the old rock
‘n roll songs should be simply
added to the present rock for-
mat.

The suggestion wasoverruled
by the station management who
contended that the current nos-
talgia fad was a good gimmick

to increase listenership.

Jones stated, “We think the
change will increase our listen-
ing audience rather than de-
crease it.”

Another recent decision of the
station was questioned by stu-
dent announcer Bill French con-
cerning the removal of Steve
Glasser from the position of
program producer, however
Station Manager Harold Baker
declined to comment on
Glasser’s removal. Glasser
had been with the station since
the beginning of the fall semes-
ter.
