World watches as terrorism

NEW YORK (AP) — In
the most devastating ter-
rorist onslaught ever
waged against the United
States, knife-wielding
hijackers crashed two air-
liners into the World
Trade Center yesterday,

toppling its twin 110-story

towers. The deadly
calamity was witnessed on
televisions across the
world as another plane
slammed into the
Pentagon, and a fourth
crashed outside
Pittsburgh.

“Today, our nation saw
evil,” President Bush said
in an address to the
nation last night. He said
thousands of lives were
“suddenly ended by evil,
despicable acts of terror.”

Said Adm. Robert J.
Natter, commander of the
U.S. Atlantic Fleet: “We
have been attacked like we
haven’t since Pearl
Harbor.”
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New York City’s landscape, including the now destroyed

World Trade Center.

death toll could take
weeks. The four airliners
alone had 266 people
aboard and there were no
known survivors.

At the Pentagon, about
100 people were believed
dc'dd.

In addition, a firefight-
ers union official said he
feared an estimated 200
firefighters had died in
rescue efforts at the trade
center — where 50,000
people worked — and

dozens of police officers

were believed missing.

No one took responsi-
bility for the attacks that
rocked the seats of finance
and government. But fed-
eral authorities identified
Osama bin Laden, given
asylum by Afghanistan’s
Taliban rulers, as the
prime suspect.

Aided by an intercept of
communications between
his supporters and har-
rowing cell phone calls
from at least one flight

MTSU students
cope with tragedy

The events in Washington D.C., New York City and
suburban Pittsburgh kept students and faculty alike
glued to TV screens and radio speakers, searching for
some answers and explanations.

(Class attendance was thin yesterday as students
gathered in disbelief around television monitors across
campus to watch as history and tragedy unfolded.

Counselors were on hand in the Keathley University
Center and several dorms to console gfieving students
and provide comfort for students distressed by the =
events that continue to fascinate.and horrify the coun-
try.

The catastrophes have prompted university officjals
to examine campus security and crisis preparation.

MTSU President Sidney McPhee said no master
plan exists for the university in case of a major crisis,
but that he has met with his cabinet and a plan ¥,
being formed.

Though many universities nationwide have closed
indefinitely, MTSU classes will continue as scheduled -
until further notice, McPhee said.

“We felt that we needed to have some degree of nor-
malcy;” he said.

He hopes students will take advantage of the coun-
seling being offered on campus.

Many professors discarded lesson plans to discuss
the tragedies and implications of terrorism in
America.

Melissa Schrift’s cultural anthropology honors class
focused on the calamities of the day.

Afghanistan is believed to be the home of bin Laden, who U.S. officials say is possibly behind
yesterday’s deadly attacks. U.S. officials say later that the United States had no involvement in
the incident whatsoever.

8:30 p.m.: President Bush addresses the nation, saying “thousands of lives were suddenly
ended by evil” and asks for prayers for the families and friends of yesterday’s victims. “These
acts shatter steel, but they cannot dent the steel of American resolve,” he says. The president
says the U.S. government will make no distinction between the terrorists who committed the
acts and those who harbor them. He adds that government offices in Washington are reopen-
ing for essential personnel last night and for all workers today.

Top leaders of Congress were
led to an undisclosed location, as
were key officials of the Bush
administration. Guards armed
with automatic weapons patrolled
the White House grounds and
military aircraft secured the skies
above the capital city.

Evacuations were ordered at
the tallest skyscrapers in several
cities, and high-profile tourist
attractions closed — Walt Disney
World, Mount Rushmore, Seattle’s
Space Needle, the Gateway Arch
in St. Louis.

I'he Federal Reserve, seeking to
provide assurances that the
nation’s banking system would be
protected, said it would provide
additional money to banks if
needed.

In Afghanistan, where bin
Laden has been given asylum, the
nation’s hardline Taliban rulers
rejected suggestions he was
responsible. Bin Laden came to
prominence fighting alongside the
U.S.-backed Afghan mujahedeen
— holy warriors — in their war
against Soviet troops in the 1980s.
But former followers say he
turned against the United States
during the 1991 Gulf War,
seething at the deployment of U.S.
troops in Saudi Arabia during the
Gulf War campaign to oust Iraq
from Kuwait. He has repeatedly
called on Muslims worldwide to
join in a jihad, or holy war, against
the United States.

Abdel-Bari Atwan, editor of
the Al-Quds al-Arabi newspaper,
said he received a warning from
Islamic fundamentalists close to
bin Laden, but had not taken the
threat seriously. “They said it
would be a huge and unprece-
dented attack, but they did not
specify,” Atwan said in a telephone
interview in London.

Eight years ago, the World
Trade Center was a terrorist target
when a truck bomb killed six peo-
ple and wounded about 1,000
others. Just the death toll on the
planes alone surpassed the 168
people killed in the 1995 bombing

of the federal building in

FAA grounds all aircraft

Yesterday's terrorist attack
was the first of its kind and so
were the repercussions. Every
airport in the country was shut
down, every plane was ordered
to land immediately and every
flight was canceled until further
notice.

“It is unprecedented for the
[ Federal Aviation
Administration| to ground
every flight and cancel every
other,” said Paul Craig, an
MTSU professor.
“I've never seen anything like
it

A government manual avail-
able on the Internet gives guide-
lines for aircraft pilots in case of
a hijacking.

It makes no mention of cases
where a hijacker has taken over
the controls — indicating the
unprecedented nature of yester-
day’s events,

Nashville and Murfreesboro
airports also felt the unique

effect.

Craig said several MTSU stu-
dent pilots were in the air when
the FAA ordered all planes to
land. There was no danger, he
said, but all aircraft landed
quickly.

The Murfreesboro airport
appeared to be shut down yes-
terday. A couple of reception-
ists remained on duty in the

afternoon, but no planes were
taking off and no flight person-
nel could be seen.

In Nashville, there were 55
planes grounded on the ramp.
Out of those 55, 16 planes were
redirected to Nashville rather
than their original destinations.
Until the FAA lifts the flight
restrictions, the 400 daily flights
in and out of Nashville will be
canceled.

The problems don't end with
flights.

“There will be no parking in
front of any terminal,” Metro
Nashville Airport spokeswoman
Emily Anderson said. “There
will be no unattended vehicles.
All DPS security is on duty, and
this is all I can say on security at
this time.

“From the operational
standpoint, every plane in flight
in the nearby region landed
safely with no danger.”

American, Continental,
Delta, Northwest, Southwest
and USAirways all fly directly
from Nashville to New York.

All flights scheduled to leave
after 9 a.m. yesterday were can-

celed. @

A natural
reaction to that emotional pain will be anger. Because I am con-
cerned about that possible reaction, I feel it is my duty to make
sure that the position of the university is clear.

First and foremost it must be understood that we do not know
who is responsible for these terrorist acts. It is natural that we
look to place the blame somewhere, but we must wait for respon-
sible action from the government. It is not acceptable for any stu-
dent to take his/her anger out on any other person or another
pyr\nn\ prupcrt\'.

Most students were not yet born when America last dealt with
a situation similar to this. | am referring to the taking of
American hostages by Iran in 1979. Most faculty and staff will
recall that event as being very similar to this in one respect. At
that time many innocent international students were harassed and
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threatened by angry Americans. In some cases it was not even
necessary for the object of an attack to be Iranian, that person
merely had to look the part.

Some of you may be tempted to act out your anger. You need
to understand that the reaction of the university will be swift and
sure. We expect all students to control themselves and conduct
themselves as members of a civil community. You should remem
ber that our international students are our students. They are not
terrorists, and they are not connected with these acts in any way.
T'he university is committed to protecting all members of our
community.

A coordinated terrorist
dttack on the United States yes-
terday destroyed the World
Trade Center in New York City,
damaged the Pentagon in
Washington and has American
cities on alert.

This tragedy, the only main-

land attack on the country since
the Civil War, has united
America. The question is,
vagainst what?
' “Freedom has been
.attacked,” President Bush said at
a press conference, and he
promised that the full resources
of the United States would be
,used to hunt down and punish
'those responsible for what he
claims is clearly a terrorist act.
The U.S. military is on high
alert, both at home and interna
tionally.

The Associated Press reports
cite a London-based Arab news
paper report that international
terrorist Osama bin Laden, the
man who masterminded earlier
attacks against U.S. military
installations in Africa, had
warned three weeks ago that he
was planning an attack “against
American interests” and threat
.ened that it would be a big one.

Palestinian Authority leader
Hasser Arafat expressed his hor

ror at what he'd seen on televi-

sion. Meanwhile, thousands of

Palestinians celebrated in the
streets after hearing the news.

“It is too early to make any
accusations,” said John Vile,
chair of MTSU’s political sci-
ence department. “There are
numerous possibilities as to
who might be responsible for
this tragedy.”

“The country needs to
remain level-headed,” Vile said,
“and not react in a way that a
terrorist group would want us
to.”

While no one knows for sure

Bin Ladin has been accused
of numerous other terrorist
attacks, including the 1993
World Trade Center bombing
and bombings of U.S. installa-
tions in East Africa.

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Middle Tennessee increases security

Nashville closes airport,

government buildings;
TVA on heightened alert

NASHVILLE, Tenn. -
Airplanes were grounded, fed-
eral courthouses were closed
and a landmark Nashville high-
rise was evacuated as Tennessee
responded yesterday to the ter-
rorist attacks in New York and
Washington.

While security was increased
at government and high-profile
buildings across the
churches and community cen
ters opened their doors to those
wanting to pray for a nation in
crisis.

“The question on everyone'’s
mind is ‘are we OK?' | think
people want to be reassured in
times of crisis that God is still
there,” said Craig Strickland,
pastor of Hope Presbyterian in

state,

Memphis where a noon service
drew about 900 people

Gov. Don Sundquist extend
ed his condolences to those who
lost loved ones in the attacks on
the World Trade Center in New

York and the Pentagon and
State Department n
Washington, D.C., calling 1

something “we take personally.”
I'he family of America has
been brutalized,” he said.

Sundquist said all state agen
cies are on heightened alert
Security has been increased at
the Capitol, but state offices will
remain open.

Sundquist ordered all state
flags lowered to half-staff and
asked Tennessee residents to
donate blood and join in
prayers for the victims. At least
one Tennessean was at the scene
of an attack and survived.

Gus Hargett, Tennessee’s
assistant adjutant general for
the Army National Guard, was
at a meeting in the Pentagon
one corridor away from where
an aircraft crashed into it, said
Dan Wood, Tennessee’s adjutant
general.

“Other than being slightly
shaken, he was OK,” Wood said.
Hargett is the father of state

A Memphis-based search
and rescue team of about 70
people was en route to
Washington last night to help
search for victims in the rubble
— one of 28 such teams through-
out the country organized by
the Federal Emergency
Management Agency.

Derhonda Black, a veterans
affairs office worker at the
Nashville federal building, said
people were visibly shaken by
the unthinkable chain of events.

“I just want to go home. We
can’t get any work done.
Nobody can concentrate,” she
said.

The L&C Tower, a 30-story
landmark in  downtown
Nashville, and the Cordell Hull
state office building were evacu-
ated after bomb threats about
midday. Police searched the
buildings, but no explosives
were found, and workers were
eventually allowed to return,
although many went home.

At the state’s tallest sky-
scraper, the 33-story BellSouth
Building  in downtown
Nashville, about 50 of the com-
pany’s 400 employees there
went home early after the com-
pany extended the offer to calm
nerves.

The Department of Energy
reduced staffing at the its Y-12
nuclear weapons plant, its
national laboratory and other
buildings at Oak Ridge. Only
essential  personnel  were
allowed in buildings. Hundreds
of contract workers were
ordered to go home or not to
report for evening shifts.

[he  Tennessee Valley
Authority also increased securi-
ty at its nuclear plants in
lennessee and Alabama, and
other buildings operated by the
Knoxville-based federal utility,

All flights from Tennessee’s
major airports were grounded,
leaving thousands of travelers
stranded Memphis-based
Federal Express also canceled its
flights.

“We have informed our cus
tomers that our services have
been disrupted nationwide
Federal Express spokesman Jess
Bunn said. He did not know
how long service would be dis
rupted.

Larry Cox, director of
Memphis International Airport,
said about 8,000 travelers were
stranded when the airport - a
hub for Northwest Airlines -
shut down.

Cox said the airlines found
commercial buses to take pas-
sengers to destinations within
500 miles; those with more dis-
tant destinations were provided
hotel rooms for the night.

In Nashville, 55 planes were
stranded for hours on the tar-
mac and with them, an untold
number of passengers and flight
Crews.
