When the budget was an-
nounced by the governor, the bond
bill was developed to accomodate
the four projects left out. Bragg
said.

In addition to the MTSU build-
ing, the bill includes funding for a
new physical plant for the Univer-
sity of Tennessee-Knoxville, a new
advanced lab for UT-Memphis and
steam lines for UT-Chattanooga.
Total appropriations for the non-
MTSU projects are about $10 mil-
lion, Bragg said.

Even if this bill does manage to
get passed, Bragg said another
measure would be required next
vear to provide “$2% to 3 million
for the proper equipment.”

No nukes for Europe

Now that Americans and Soviets
have agreed to pull medium-range
missiles out of Europe, West Euro-
peans are complaining that their ar-
senals of non-nuclear weapons are
no match for conventional forces
of the Eastern bloc.

+They fear that somehow the
withdrawl of American Pershing I1
and cruise missiles means we re less
committed to their defense.

That’s not true, of course.

The United States isn't about to
let the Soviets and their Warsaw
Pact allies roll blitzkrieg-style
through the flat fields of Western
Europe.

On the other hand, it’s clear that
the United States and other North
Atlantic Treaty Organization coun-
tries must figure out how to bring
the conventional forces of West and
East roughly into balance.

According to the London-based
International Institute of Strategic
Studies, Warsaw Pact countries
hold a 6-1 edge over NATO in sur-
face-to-air missiles and more than
a 2-to-1 advantage in main battle
tanks.

The figures, however, don't tell
the whole story.

The institute rates NATO troops
higher in morale and training than
their East bloc counterparts and
says that NATO tanks and other
weapons are technologically
superior.

Nevertheless, with Europeans
wringing their hands over the num-
erical imbalance, and with the

ture course.

The NATO countries have the

option of a massive military buildup
to match Warsaw Pact manpower
and weaponry.
But the United States must make
it clear that this country is in no
shape to pick up the tab. Americans
already do more than their share
for Western Europe’s collective
security.

The Pentagon won't say how
much it spends annually on NATO
obligations, but experts believe it's
between $100 million and $150
million a year.

That's nearly as much as the en-
tire federal budget deficit, which
even after the recent, much-
heralded reduction plan, still hov-
ers at $148 billion.

Meanwhile, our NATO allies
have balked at picking up a larger
defense bill.

Rep. Patricia Schroder, D-Colo.,
has complained that while U.S. de-
fense spending rose 42 percent be-
tween 1979 and 1984, our Euro-
pean NATO allies increased their
real defense spending by only about
10 percent.

She singles out West Germany
as one of the prime offenders; the
proportion of Gross National Prod-
uct going for defense in that coun-
try actually declined between 1971
and 1985.

We don't believe that threaten-
ing NATO allies with an abrupt,
massive withdrawal of U.S. troops
from Europe is advisable.

Nor do we agree with

Schroeder’s legislative proposal,
which would impose tariffs on im-

ports from NATO countries that re-
fuse to contribute more toward
their own defense.

The wisest course, in our view,
is an earnest effort to reduce War-
saw Pact and NATO conventional
forces and bring them into balance.

If NATO-Warsaw Pact talks pro-
duce such an accord, everyone
would benefit. Money that would
go for NATO's military purposes
could be channeled to develop-
ment — or in the case of the United
States, to a reduction in its huge
federal deficit.

Before NATO sits down at the
bargaining table, the United States
and its NATO allies must iron out
their differences.

The Europeans must understand
that the United States isn't a
boundless cornucopia of military
hardware and troops, that cuts in
American defense spending are
probably inevitable.

NATO allies must do more and
spend more to defend themselves.
If they can’t or won’t pay for a mas-
sive military buildup, then a milit-
ary era of limits — for both the
Western and Eastern blocs is
the best alternative.

That is why conventional-force
talks are so important — and why
the United States must convince
NATO allies to pursue them seri-
ously, with a strong, unified bar-
gaining position.

An agreement could help ease
our allies’ fears that the dismantling
of nuclear missiles in Europe will
somehow leave them vulnerable to
a more traditional assault.

V.0O.C. not for timid prett

In the current world of hard
rock/heavy metal which is domi-
nated by spandex-wearing pretty
boys worried more about the state
of their hair than the state of their
mysic, it is refreshing to see and
hear a band such as V.O.C.

While most other “bands” seem
to care more about how they look
on stage and if their bouffant hair-
dos are staying atop their heads,
the members of V.O.C. (short for
Victims of Circumstance) obviously
care about how their music sounds
and if the audience is enjoying the
show.

And this five-man, MTSU based
band definitley puts on a show.

The lights in Mainstreet dimmed
Saturday night about 30 minutes
after the opening act, Cinema, left
the stage. A voice came over the
speakers telling the story of a man
gone beserk with his guitar, smoke
filled the stage and the band
exploded on stage (literally, they
had flashpots which blinded me in
the darkness of Mainstreet, but
were still impressive)

So it may be a little on the cliched
side of openings, but they made it
work. Their opening was even bet-
ter than that of Ozzie in a 1985
tour. And Ozzie is the king ‘o spec-
tacular openings of the early '80s.

However, a spectacular opening
does not a good hard rock show
make. Good driven music and the
desire to be the best are necessary.
V.O.C. provided all of that.

Their opening song, “Freedom
of Choice,” had the hard driving
drums and expressive guitar solos
reminescent of late 60s early 70s
hard rock.

The vocals of Clifford (Fuzzy)
Roberts were crisp and clear. Al-
though he did wear a spandex shirt
which looked like it was designed

of Stryper, Roberts reminded me
a little of Robert Plant (you know,
the guy who sang for Led Zepplin
before they broke up and who now
is conducting a pretty successful
solo career).

Don’t get me wrong here, Fuzzy
looks a little like Plant and has the
same style as Plant — he could be
a young' Plant.

One of the best qualities of

V.OC.is their ability to do covers
of old rock 'n’ roll classics which
could pass for originals. Such was
the case with “Heartbreaker” by
Zepplin which featured blistering
solos by both Brian Maus and Eric
Jean, who share lead guitar duties,
and Roberts’ vocals.

Another thing which sets off
V.0O.C. from the rest of the pack is
the play of Maus and Jean. Al-

House passes sports agents bill

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
The House passed a bill Monday
to allow universities to seek dam-
ages against sports agents and
others who cause student athletes
to violate NCAA rules.

The bill was hailed by sponsors
as a model that could help other
states develop their own legislation
to discourage agents from illegally
luring athletes into professional
contracts.

“As most of you know we have a
problem in this state with sports
agents,” said Rep. Charles Sever-
ance, who played football at the
University of Tennessee from
1957-1960.

“I think now we have a bill that
a lot states will write us and look
at what we have and adopt the bill
that we are about to pass in this
House,” said Severance, R-Knox-
ville. “There’s a lot of work that’s
gone into this from the universities,
the attorney general and many legal
people.”

The bill, which already passed
the Senate, was approved 87-4 and
now goes to Gov. Ned McWherter.
Those voting against the bill were
Reps. Lois DeBerry, Rufus Jones
and Larry Tumer, all D-Memphis,
and Dan Tankersley, R-Jackson.

“This will probably not eliminate
the problem, but it will curtail it,”
Severance said.

Under the bill, sports agents
, could be liable for damages to uni-

versities if the National Collegiate
Athletic Association took discipli-
nary action against the school or
athlete over the contract

Damages could be sought for lost
television revenues, lost ticket sales
and lost money for not qualifying
for post-season tournaments or
bowl games, among other things.

Students lose their amateur
status by entering into professional
contracts.

“I'm convinced sports agents will
think more than twice about com-
ing into Tennessee and causing
athletes to be in violation of any
NCAA rule,” said another sponsor,
Rep. Bill Purcell, D-Nashville.

Any contracts signed by students
would have to contain a wamning

that they would lose their eligibility
to compete in college sports. The
bill also requires that the head of
the college be notified of the con-
tract within 72 hours.

Students would have the right to
back out of the contract within 20
days of the signing, notice to the
college head or expiration of col-
lege eligibility if no notice is given
— whichever is latest.

The bill also would allow stu-
dents to keep money and other gifts
if they change their minds or the
contract is ruled void.

That provision could allow stu-
dents to sign a contract, accept any
gifts, but then reconsider the action
and keep the benefits. They then
could sign with another agent mak-

Suttles, a freshman from

LaFayette, Ga., won the Colegiate
National Weightlifting Champion-
ship in the 132 lbs. class held this
past March at Temple University
in Philadelphia.

to little people in Rutherford Co.

There is a time in everyone’s life
when the help of another person is
needed; in fact life is full of situa-
tions where assistance is required
for a person to overcome and adapt
to certain obstacles. And hopefully
in the future the recipient of such
good will can return the deed by
helping someone else.

At Project HELP (Help Educate
Little People), located on the
MTSU campus, assistance is given
to children 4 years old and younger
who have developmental difficul-
ties and need extra nurturing dur-
ing the early, yet crucial, stages of
their lives.

The service is provided to any
family in Rutherford County that
requires help with children that
have certain physical, mental and/
or emotional difficulties. A large
percentage of the children will be
in the mainstream of the educa-
tional process when they leave Pro-
ject HELP, while others may re-
quire further aid in their educa-
h(mal (lt'\t-lt)pmt'nt mn later years

However it is to
realize that these children are just

the same as other children in that
they enjoy playing games, listening
to records, playing with a vaniety of
toys and having all the attention
they can possibly grab from adults

Dr. Ann Campbell of the educa-
tion department started the pro-
gram in 1983 with the help of vari-
ous federal grants and has watched
as the program has expanded
There are 22 children in Project
HELP at this time with two
teachers and one teacher’s aid
MTSU students from various de-
partments on campus work in the
program as volunteers.
