Middle Tennessee State Univer-
sity has three student publicatons,
all of which serve a distinct pur-
pose, but entertainment is not co-
vered adequately, Jackie Solomon,
student publications coordinator,
said.

“Dr. Robert Lalance, vice presi-
dent for student affairs, has given
me a verbal go-ahead to start de-
veloping a proposal for a monthly
entertainment magazine that would
be distributed with Sidelines,” Sol-
omon said.

Middle Tennessee is a growing

area, and entertainment oppor-
tunities are abundant, Solomon
said.

“Sidelines does not, because of a
limited amount of space, do an
adequate job of covering entertain-
ment and pastimes,” Solomon said.

“Millions of dollars are spent in
property damage and for the
maimed and crippled,” Gibbs said.
“The biggest danger on highways
today is not speed, it is alcohol.”

“It is not slanderous to print
names of arrested DUI offenders,”
Gibbs said. “Whenever anyone is
accused of a criminal act, the ac-
cusation becomes public record,
and is open to the press.”

“No one’s rights are being viol-
ated when their name is printed in
the paper.” Gibbs said.

The higgest problem seems to be
how to prevent so many accidents
from occuring at all; hence the DUI

Manyv officials do not feel the
laws enacted are tough enough.

“There is no way we can get all
the DUISs to stop,” Gibbs said.

The stronger the laws, and the
further they are carried out, the
better the chance is that more un-
necessary deaths can be prevented,
Gibbs said.

“A feeling of isolation can occur
if a student is not part of an organi-
zation,” she said.

Low involvement occurs because
many incoming students feel that
they “might suffer if they divide
their time between an organization
and studies,” Hickerson said.

To the contrary, Hickerson said

she beccame more enthusiastic
about school when, during her
senior year at MTSU, she finally
joined a sorority and was forced to

socialize.

One of the benefits of attending
MTSU is the outstanding reputa-
tion the school has with area and
regional businesses.

“When a student graduates from
MTSU an employer knows he or
she must be competent. | feel that
MTSU has a lot to offer academi-
cally,” Hickerson said

“You can see MTSU through the
kind of students who graduate from
here and go onto success, Hicker-
son said.

a crippled society that fears its own
shadow in the midst of potential
violence; to reduce the social struc-
ture into chaos as a means of
achieving their fanatical constitu-
tion.

Is there any other way that a
sword can be sharpened to cut ter-
rorism at home that doesn't violate
liberty? Or is liberty an element we
can sacrifice for security? The value
we give to either will determine the
outcome. Live well, live in peace.
