I would like to express my feel-

ings toward campus maintenance
concerning the beautification, or in
the vandalism of the trees
and shrubs around the campus. As

this case,

a plant and soil science student, it
is obvious to me that many of the
shrubs on campus have been
abused. But when accounting
majors, nursing majors, and animal
science majors start noticing how
badly the bushes have been
pruned, the problem becomes too
obvious.

It is my understanding that cam-
pus security asked maintenance to
trim back some of the shrubs in
order to eliminate possible hiding
places for rapists, muggers, etc.,
(between the library and grill).

It is unde rstandable that security
would have these shrubs kept
under control, but cutting them
back to only a couple of feet above
the ground is downright vandalism.

Some examples of this butcher-
ing of plants can be found on the
north and south sides of the Alumni
gym, directly in front of the Ag-
riculture hmldmg between the li-
brary and grill, and directly in front
of klrkse\ Old Main.

There is an art to, and a reason
for, pruning shrubs properly.

The first reason is to control the
size and shape of a plant without
decreasing its usefulness in the
landscape, not to hack it to the
ground.

The second is to remove dead or
injured parts of the plant, not to
cut off all actively growing areas of
the shrub.

A third reason is to improve fruit-
ing of flowering bagit of the plant.
Many of these plants will be lucky
to survive the winter, much less be
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able to flower or fruit for the next
season or two.

Many of the plants around cam-
pus were killed to the ground last
winter, and I can understand why
these bushes were pruned to the
ground, or at least close to it.

But many of the plants that have
been hacked were totally healthy
when spring came around last year.

The only reason I can come up
with for the warped rationale of
maintenance is that they figure if
they cut the plants back to only a
few feet above the ground this year,
they won't have to do it again for
another two or three years.

I would just like to tell mainte-
nance that they probably won't ever
have to prune many of these plants
again, they'll just have to dig out
the dead stumps!
