Members of the Associated Stu- 
dent Body Congress has asked the 
SIDELLNES to print this copy of 
the revised ASB constitution. The 
constitution was amended by the 
1955 56 ASB Congress, approved by 
the college president, Q. M. Smith, 
and adopted by the students on 
May 2, 1956. 

The revised version is as follows: 

Constitution and By-Laws 
of 

The Associated Student Body 
of the 

Middle Tennessee State College 
Article I 

1. The name of this organization 
shall be the Associated Student 
Body of Middle Tennessee State 
College. 

2. The principal purposes of this 
organization shall be: 

1. To unify all students and or- 
ganizations under one general con- 
trol. 

2. To aid in the internal admin- 
istration of the school. 

3. To give the students actual 
practice in a democratic form of 

niment. 
4. To develop in the students 

self-discipline and social responsi- 
bility. 

5. To promote in all ways the 
best inierests of the school. 

ii To aid in the social, extra-cur- 
ricular, and disciplinary realms. 

3. All students, both resident 
and day, shall be members of this 
association. 

Article II 

1. There shall be three separate 
and distinct divisions in the gdv- 
err.ment of the student body,

Middle Tennessee State College's 
budget for the new fiscal year has 
been set at SI.121.051, according to 
a report released by theState 
Board of Education. 

Repairs  and   improvements 
to  college    buildings    totaling 
$48,460 were also approved. 
Of this amount S17.300 will be 

used for constructing a new cattle 
barn, which will cost $15,000, the 
remainder to be used for a floor 
in the potiltry house and drying 
bins. 

The ROTC rifle range will get 
S5.000 for improvements. 

A $16,000 addition will be added 
to the old NYA workshop. The new 
addition which will be to the rear 
of the present building will be 
40 by 80 feet. 

The addition will be used for 
storing materials and hand tools. 

The remainder of the appropria- 
tion has not been allocated. 

The new budget was based on 
two conditions — that no profes- 
sional employee receive more than 
S420 in salary increase during tihs 
biennium except in cases of in- 
creased training or unusual cir- 
cumstances provinding that this 
regulation does not reduce the 
present salary of any employe who 
has received a S420-a-year salary 
increase this year. 

Non-professional employees such 
as clerical employes, janitors, fire- 
men and maintenance workers 
shall not receive blanket raises and 
in general raises should be given 
only in special cases where adjust- 
ments are necessary, 

The Board approved more than 
$10,000,000 for state colleges, uni- 
versity, and special schools. 

Principal speakers for the annual 
summer convention will include 
Thomas A. Johnson, executive di- 
rector of the Legislative Council 
of Tennessee; Mrs. Albert Gore, 
wife of State Senator Gore; and Dr.

lations for Girls' State, besides edit- 
ing the GS newspaper. 

Included in the week's activities 
are a coke party-mixer on Sunday, 
city, county and state elections on 
Tuesday. Wednesday, and Thurs- 
day, and a trip to Nashville to visit 
the state's governmental offices, 
the Hermitage, and Youth, Incor- 
porated.

tive Department, and Judicial De- 
partment. 

2. The Executive Department 
shall consist of a President, a Vice- 
President, elected by the ASB, in a 
manner prescribed by law; a Secre- 
tary, a Treasurer, and Attorney- 
General from the Senior Class, and 
such other administrative officers 
as shall be provided by law, to be 
appointed by the President. 

3. The Legislative Department 
shall consist of a unicameral body- 
called the Congress. The members 
shall be elected annually by classes 
in a manner prescribed by law. 
The Congress shall meet bi-month- 
ly, and at any other time upon call 
of the Vice-President of the ASB. 

4. The Judicial Department shall 
consist of a Supreme Court,'a dor- 
mitory council for women, and a 
dormitory council for men, and 
such other inferior court officials 
as shall be created by law. 

1. The Supreme Court shall con- 
sist of 2 seniors, 2 juniors, and 1 
sophomore. They shall be appoint- 
ed for a term of one year by the 
President of the ASB. 

2. The Dormitory Council for 
Women shall consist of seven mem- 
bers, 2 seniors, 2 juniors, 2 sopho- 
mores, and 1 freshman. These 
shall be elected by the women of 
the dormitories. Laws and By-Laws 
of the Council shall be vested in a 
separate constitution for Dormitory 
Women. 

3. The Dormitory Council for 
Men shall be organized upon .the 
same plan as for the Dormitory 
Council for Women. 

Article IU 
1. All officers elected by the 

ASB, appointed by the President of 
the ASB, or elected by the classes, 
must have at least an average 
grade of C. 

2. The President of the ASB 
shall be a man from the Senior 
Class. He shall be recognized as 
the ranking officer of the ASB. 
He shall preside at all student as- 
semblies. He shall be responsible, 
through his associates in office, to 
see that all laws of the school are 
enforced. 

3. The Vice-President shall be a

4. The Secretary shall perform 
the duties customarily attached to 
such offices, and such other as 
shall be assigned by law. 

5. The Treasurer shall receive 
all money raised by the ASB and 
pay such money out upon order of 
the President. A complete record 
of such transactions must be kept 
by the Treasurer in such a manner 
as prescribed by law. 

6. The members of the Congress 
shall number thirteen, and will be 
elected by classes, four from Sen- 
ior, four from Junior, three from 
Sophomore, and two from Fresh- 
men. The Congress shall comprise 
the final law-making body of the 
ASB. This body shall elect a re- 
cording secretary from their num- 
ber, who will be entitled to vote 
and speak from the floor. This 
body may originate laws and make 
its own laws and by-laws, as well 
as consider recommendations made 
to them by the President of the 
College. Faculty, and President of 
the ASB. A majority vote of thir- 
teen members of Congress will be 
required to pass or repeal any law 
and rule. A majority of the mem- 
bers of the Congress shall consti- 
tute a quorum. Bi.'.s may be intro- 
duced by any member of the Con- 
gress. All bills, before coming a 
law must pass the two readings and 
at least five days must elapse be- 
tween the first reading and the 
final passage. Congress shall make 
ample provision for presenting all

of the College. Voting shall be 
viva voice, except when on any 
matter before the Congress, one 
member demands a standing vote, 
and three members a roll call. 

7. The Supreme Court shall be 
the final judicial body of the ASB. 
Time of meeting, conditions of ap- 
peal from Dormitory Coucils, vot- 
ing, and such other administrative 
matters shall be determinted by 
law. 

8. Dormitory Councils shall be 
devoted to considering matters of 
local dormitory interest. It shall 
deal with matters of minor viola- 
tions of dormitory rules. 

Article IV 
1. Election of all executive offic- 

ers shall be held during the last 
of the Spring Quarter. All candi- 
dates must have a C average, and 
stand high in citizenship. 

2. Candidates receiving a majori- 
ty of votes shall be declared elect- 
ed. 

3. Counting of ballots and all 
other matters pertaining to the 
elections shall be determined by 
law. 

4. Election of succeeding Con- 
gressmen will be held during the 
first month of the Fall Quarter. 
These elections shall be held in 
class meetings. The elections shall 
be subject to the same rules as 
Section 1. 

5. Where a vacancy occurs in an 
elective office, an election for fill- 
ing such vacancy must be called by 
the President of the ASB within 
thirty days. All other vacancies 
shall be filled by appointment by 
President of the ASB and approved 
by a majority of the Congress. 

Article V 
1. This constitution, or any part 

of it, may be repealed, revised, or 
amended by a majority of the Con- 
gress, and a three-fifth vote of the 
students present in assembly. 

Article VI 
1. The veto power of all laws 

shall be vested in the President of 
the College, but shall be used with- 
in a period of five days after the 
passage of the law. 

2. All committees and organiza- 
tions on the campus shall continue 
in their present status unless other-

Nine gallons of milk a day from 
a single cow is the recent and rare 
accomplishment at the Middle Ten- 
nessee State college dairy. 

A grade Holstien cow, four or 
five-year-old has produced 2,306 
pounds of milk in a 41-day test 
period ending April 22. The cow 
freshened on March 10 and her 
record test began five days later. 

Top single day production was 
75.7 pounds, which lacks only one 
and six tenths pounds of giving her 
a full nine gallons of milk. At 
each milking she fills the glass 
tank on the automatic milking ma- 
chines in the college dairy. At 
present she averages 56.3 pounds

By-Laws 
1. The President of the ASB may 

remove from office all students ap- 
pointed by him to the positions of 
responsibility. In the case of the 
Supreme Court members, an ap- 
proval of two-thirds of the mem- 
bers of Congress is necessary. 

2. The Congress may impeach, 
try, and remove from office for 
neglect, or any other acceptable 
reasons, anyone holding an elective 
position of the ASB, including one 
of its own members. 

3. The Congress shall pass all 
laws pertaining to the ASB and fix 
the penalties for these laws. The 
Congress shall be responsible for 
giving due publicity of these rules 
and laws by means of a bulletin 

board.

The normal lactation period of 
about ten months would give this 
fine Holstein 257 more milking 
days. If the normal ten per cent 
per month decrease occurs in her 
production a very high milk yield 
for this year is certain to be estab- 
lished. If her present rate of pro- 
duction is maintained during the 
next month she will top the aver- 
age for Tennessee cows of 3700 
pounds annually long before the 
first four months of the current 
lactation period is up.
