A Chattanooga official quoted Moc headman Scrappy Moore as 
saying these words about the terrific Raider tussle.

Two 15- 
yard personal-foul penalties against 
the men in Blue moved the ball 
dangerously near UC scoring ter- 
ritory to the 10-yard strip.

The total enrollment figure last 
fall was 2245. Five years ago the 
total was 1887. The percentage 
growth this fall was somewhat 
greater than was expected. The 
preliminary estimate of college re- 
gistration during the summer was 
2300. This estimate was low when 
compared with the demand; but 
the lack of suitable housing, it was 
felt, would keep many students 
away. However, this did not prove 
true, as some students are staying 
as far as two miles from the cam- 
pus. The commuter problem has 
also become acute in-so-far as park- 
ing facilities are concerned. Efforts 
are being made to find additional 
parking space on the campus, as 
the overflow has spread for three 
blocks on both sides of North Bou- 
levard. There are 750 parking areas 
on the campus with a need of at 
least 1.000.
