Phi Beta Sigma frat 
suspended for grades

Members of the Middle Tenn- 

essee State University chapter of 
the Phi Beta Sigma fraternity were 
not aware of the one-year suspen- 
sion ordered by the national frater- 
nity approximately a month ago, 
Steven Arnold, fraternity president, 

said last week. 
According to Dean of Students 

Paul Cantrell, in the spring of 1987 

he recommended the suspension to 
the national level. Phi Beta Sigma 
failed to meet the academic stan- 

dards set by both the local and na- 
tional levels. 

"They had been below a 2.0 for 

four consecutive semesters," Can- 
trell said. 

Arnold and Vice-President Rod- 
ney Henderson were not aware of 
the fact until a Sidelines reporter 
contacted them for comment. 

Cantrell said the former officers 
received all copies of letters from 

his initial recommendation to the 

Inter Fraternity Council's decision 
of suspension. 

"The people in charge, prior to 

Steven, didn't give any information 
to them. They left them high and 
dry," Cantrell said. 

After Arnold and Henderson 
contacted Cantrell, he gave them 
copies of the needed information. 

"The blame can't be put on past 
officers. It was poor communica- 
tion between Cantrell and our past 

officers. We hope to get the situa- 
tion straightened out," Arnold and 
Henderson said in a prepared state- 
ment. 

"This isn't the first time a greek 
letter organization has been made 

inactive for academic purposes. We 
are the ones chosen to be made an 
example of, and that's fine with us. 

"We have developed an educa- 
tional program that we hope will

AIDS Seminar reveals new findings

The second AIDS (acquired im- 

mune deficiency syndrome) semi- 
nar, sponsored by the Middle 

Tennessee State University depart- 
ment of health, physical education, 
recreation, and safety was held 
Monday. Oct. 26 at Murphy Athle- 
tic Center 

Joyce Perkins, a drug and alcohol 
counselor at Meharry Medical 

Center was the featured speaker. 
Dr. Jorge Sintes, the statewide den- 
tal coordinator, also spoke. 

Perkins started the seminar by 
presenting these statistics. In July 
1987, there were 42,934 adult cases 

of AIDS, 599 cases of children 
under 13 years of age in the United 
States and 60,000 cases worldwide. 

In Tennessee alone, 285 cases have 
been reported. 

By the year 2000, there will be 

approximately 270,000 cases and 
170,000  fatalities  in  the   United

I critize everyone — the people 
I work for, Channel 4 [WSMV-TV] 
«md all the other forms of news," 
Ed Kimbrell, who has been nomi- 
nated for his second EMMY in the 
editorial category, said. 

"I enjoy being a critic, but you 
have to praise as often as you shoot 
something down. I use a broad def- 
inition of media. It includes motion 
pictures, film industry and intellec- 
tual freedom." 

Kimbrell is one of the few media 

critics in the country. 
Kimbrell received his nomina- 

tion for a commentary he did about 
minorities in the media in February 
of this year. 

"The nation's media is not giving 
enough meaningful jobs to blacks," 
Kimbrell said. "The Tennessean and 
The Nashville Banner have done a 
great job of hiring blacks for mean- 
ingful positions." 

This is Kimbrell's second EMMY 
nomination. Last year Kimbrell 
won an EMMY for a commentary 
he did about Joe Casey and the 

Open Records Laws. 
The EMMYs are not just for the 

three local stations. Viacom, TNN 
and many independant people sub- 
mitted material for consideration. 

"This year, the EMMYs had 
more submitted materials and 
nominmations than ever before," 
Kimbrell said. 

Kimbrell has taught in the mass 
communications department at 
Middle Tennessee State University 
for 16 years, and he does a com- 
mentary for Channel 4 once a week. 

Among Kimbrell's many ac- 
complishments are his recent ap- 
pointment to the Avisory Board to 
the Tennessee Film Commission 
and his election to the Board of 
Govenors of the Nashville Chapter 
of the National Assoication of Tele- 
vision Arts and Scieces. 

""The Board of Govenors prom- 
otes excellence in broadcasting 
television." Kimbrell said. "The 
Film Advisory Board is concerned

recendy was not thought to neces- 
sarily mean that AIDS would defi- 
nately follow. But recent evidence 
supports the hypothesis that expo- 
sure means the person infected will 
develop the disease. 

Perkins said that 90 percent of 
the women diagnosed are black or 
Hispanic, as were 90 percent of the 
children. 

She went further to discuss the 
early symptoms of AIDS: night 
sweats, a dry cough, diarrhea and 
a constant and persistent case of 
fatigue. 

Ten opportunistic infections 
(diseases that ravage the body after 
the immune system has been dam- 
aged) have been attributed to 
AIDS. The most prominent are 
pnuemocystis, a rare form of 
pneumonia, Kaposi's Sarcoma, a 
form of cancer, and AIDS demen- 
tia, which resembles Alzheimer's 
disease. 

"The gay population has become 
very organized, well informed, and 
helpful to their brothers. The gays 
are spreading the word about 
AIDS. Unfortunately the other 
major high risk group, intravenous 
drug users, don't have the unity the 
gays do. They aren't well informed. 
And they don't seem to care", Per- 
kins said 

Social workers have been going 
out into the streets of cities, and 

o the addicts, like they did 
in the sixties  she said. 

"The social workers have re- 
sorted to passing out bottles of 
bleach, to sterilize needles. But it 
is quite an uphill battle. The drug 
users just aren't catching on," Per- 
kins said. 

A video was shown, with Perkins 
addressing two AIDS patients using 
questions from MTSU health serv- 
ices students. They were asked 
about the most profound physical 
effects they faced. 

Both patients said that debilitat- 
ing fatigue was the biggest draw- 
back. 

The major emotional problems 
stem from interaction with their 
families. 

The public reaction to their 
plight was almost universally nega- 
tive. 

One of the patients was asked 
whether he felt that AIDS is a 
punishment for a deviant lifestyle, 
God's punishment for homosexual- 
ity. The man made the point that 
it's not exclusively a gay disease. 
The percentage of heterosexuals 
diagnosed in the past four years has 

risen from 1 to 4 percent. 
The patients were asked what 

they thought should be done. 
"In England, every home has 

been sent AIDS education pam- 
phlets. The United States has a se- 
vere pamphlet shortage," one of the 
patients noted. 

The other expressed the need for 
AIDS education to lx> taught in 
elementary, junior and high 
schools. 

Lastly, the two AIDS victims ag- 
reed that more funding for research 
and care of AIDS patients is despa- 
rately needed.

serious problem that afflicts a larg. 
percentage of veterans who havi 
witnesses and taken part in the i ai 

nage and horror ol war  Many vk 
tims of PTSD can not readjust to 
the structures of society   Then 

fore, they have not been able to 
live life the way they did before the 
war. Many are rejected by family 
and   friends,   and   an   inordinate 

amount end up incarcerated. 
Due to the slow pace of the jud- 

icial system, Arthur Brown spent 
over a year in counseling before 
starting his prison term. He 
strongly believes in the benefits of 
being counseled by someone 
trained in dealing with victims of 

PTSD. Arthur is ready to pay for 
his crime and lead a useful, prodcu- 
tive life. In fact, he is already doing 

both. 

Arthur Brown has form d an oi 
ganization  for  incarcerated  Viet 

nam veterans. One ol their goals is 

to provide specialized counseling 
It is provided in most prisons to 
drug and sex offenders, but not to 
victims of PTSD   Arthur's  letter 
campaign from inside prison re 
suited in flat denials from the gov 
ernoi of Kentucky (where he is in- 
carcerated,   and the head .•! the 

Veterans       Administration       in 
Washington    federal  law   requires 
the VA to provide counseling to vet- 

erans incarcerated or not, and it 
was onlv after the threat of a federal 
lawsuit that a counselor was sent to 

Arthur's prison This is not enough. 
however. 

Arthur Brown and his core Ot 

ganization wants to see that all in- 
carcerated Vietnam veterans have 
the same opportunity for rehabilita 

tion. He is dedicated to this cause, 
and will continue this work after 
his release. He also supplies names 

and addresses to prisoners who 
have no outside contacts Many ol 
these people have never received 
a Christmas card 

In a time when the ability ol oui 
prisons to truly rehabilitate is ques 

tkmahk hen is a group ol prison- 
ers who want to change their lives 
and have taken their rehabilitation 

into their hands We can lielp 
These people need siipjxirt Iroiu 
• he outside moral and financial 

support but mostly moral support 
Sometimes just knowing someone 
cares can be enough to keep these

Overmatched Raiders shocked by Rams

Winston-Salem State University 
used old-fashioned power football 
Sunday to pound out an 11-8 vic- 
tory over Middle Tennessee State 
University at Red Floyd Stadium. 

The Rams, who came into the 
game as the 19th ranked Division 
II team in the country, manhandled 
the physically overmatched Raiders 
in a game that wasn't as close as 
the final score indicated. 

"They [MTSU] had no business 
being with us on the field today. 

We had the stronger football team, 
WSSU Head Coach Bill Hayes said. 

"Winston-Salem came in here 
and brought it down our throats," 
a dejected MTSU Head Coach 
Boots Donnelly said. "We got our 
tails whipped from top to bottom. 
They beat us in every department 
you can get beat in." 

WSSUs Wing-T offense domi- 
nated the majority of the game, roll- 
ing up 387-yards rushing on 72 at- 
tempts. 

Ram backfield mates Lonnie 
Pulley and Broderick Graves com- 

bined for 210 and  100 of those WSSU into position for the lack, 
yards, respectively. The Raider offense had a chance 

The Rams' ball control offense to  answer shortly afterwards  as, 
chewed up 37:13 of the game clock, with 1:04 remaining in the quarter, 
compared to only 22:47 of posse- they began a drive of their own 
sion time for MTSU. from their 39-yard line. 

WSSU opened the scoring early Five plays and 37-yards later, the 
in the first quarter on a 28-yard 
field goal by Tyrone Smith follow- 
ing a missed 45-yard field goal at- 
tempt by MTSU's Joe Lisle. 

Ram fullback Pulley gave MTSU 
a taste of things to come on the 
drive, as he ran through the Raider 
defense   for   52-yards   to   move 

Raiders found themselves faced 
with a pivotal fourth-down-and-one 
from the Ram 25. 

The Raider coaching staff 
elected to shun a field goal attempt 
and go for the first down, but the 
Ram defense rose to the occasion 
and nailed tailback Gerald Ander- 

son for no gain, and WSSU took 
over on downs. 

Motivation, excitement and en- 
thusiasm on my team wasn't there. 
I just felt like we needed to gener- 
ate something by going for the first, 
and they stuffed us on that," Don- 
nelly said. 

Following the defensive stand, 
the Rams' offense once again drove 
downfield on the strength of Pul- 
ley's legs.

Jury still out on Sunday games

"Overall, I enjoyed coming out 
on Sunday afternoon," Alvin Ogle, 
a Flintstone, Ga. native who came 
to the game while visiting friends 
who are MTSU students, said. "It 
was a change from the regular for- 
mat. I think it should be done more 
often. It was also a very exciting 
game." 

"I think I could've found some- 
thing better to do with my Sunday 
afternoon than come out here and 
watch them get their butts whip- 
ped," Danny Francis, a Tennessee 
Tech student said. "I hope we never 
play ya'll on Sunday." 

Both coaches seemed to have 
some reservations about the value 
of playing a Sunday afternoon 
game. 

"I'm concerned about playing 
Middle Tennessee on Sunday and 
then coming back and playing our 
homecoming the following Satur- 

day," WSSU Head Coach Bill 
Hayes said. "That will really only 
give us three days to get ready. That 

really bothers me."

the short week coming up. we ir In- 
able to bounce back and get read) 
for Youngstown," he said.

To the uneducated football fan. 
Middle Tennessee State Univer- 
sity's loss to NCAA Division II 
school Winston-Salem State was a 
very humbling experience. 

Although MTSU is a Division I- 
AA school, the fact that the Raiders 
were a classification higher than the 
Rams did not mean they should 
have easily won Sunday's ballgame. 

WSSU came into the contest 
with a distinct physical advantage 
over the Raiders. The Rams' roster 
included 18 players who weighed 
in excess of 250 pounds. MTSU has 
only four 

More important than the size 
factor, however, is the level of tal- 
ent the Rams brought to Murfrees- 
boro. 

WSSU came into Sunday's con- 
test as the 19th ranked Division II 
team in the country with a 5-1 re- 
cord. They were ranked first in 
rushing defense, second in scoring 
defense and third in total defense 
among Division II schools. Their 
average margin of victory was 26-9. 

How a school the size of 
Winston-Salem (they have approx- 
imately 3000 students enrolled in 
the university) can recruit the 
caliber of athletes they have may 
not be immediately obvious. But if 
one examines a very important fact 
the answer becomes a little clearer. 

NCAA Division II schools do not 
abide by Proposition 48. This, of 
course, is the NCAA ruling enacted 
last season which requires a student 
athlete to have a 2.0 grade point 
average in high school and score a 
15 or better on his ACT to play 
Division I-A or Division I-AA ath- 
letics. 

Therefore, an athlete who has 
the talent to play at a Division I-A 
or I-AA school, but may not have 
the grades to do so, can play at a 
schoolsuchasWSSU. 

According to an unofficial source 
with the Rams, quarterback Con- 
nell Maynor was signed to play for 
the University of North Carolina, 
fullback Lonnie Pulley was signed 
by the University of Nebraska and 
tailback Broderick Craves was 
signed by Clemson University. 

None of these players were al- 
lowed to play for these "big time- 
schools, however, because they did 
not have the academic records to 
meet the requirements. 

The point is, that although 
WSSU is officially ranked as a Di- 
vision II school, the level of talent 
on this team is anything but second 
rate. 

I have to agree with Coach Don- 
nelly's statements. It does not help 
him in preparing his team for a 
ballgame when certain uniformed 
members of the local press insist 
on making statements that a Divi-

Pittman: Size not a factor

Small and quick! 
Those are the two words that 

best describe Middle Tennessee 
State University wide receiver 
Mike Pittman. 

Pittman stands five feet eight in- 
ches tall and is perhaps the smallest 
receiver in the Ohio Valley Confer- 
ence. Yet, he has a tremendous 
amount of speed and quickness that 
compensate for his lack of height. 

"Mike has a great deal of speed, 
which regardless of your height, if 
you have great speed you can over- 
come a lot of things," MTSU Head 
Coach Boots Donnelly said. "For 
instance, if you are as small as Mike 
and don't have speed then you are 
in trouble With his foot quickness, 
knowledge of how to plav the game 
and disposition to have the will to

Alumni to be inducted into Hall of Fame

Middle Tennessee State Univer- 
sity's Blue Raider Hall of Fame will 
install a former football All-Ameri- 
can, a former baseball star/veteran 
coach/administrator, and an ex- 
gridiron standout who also origi- 
nated the University's Blue Raider 
nickname as its newest members 
this fall. 

George Dykes, John Stanford, 
and Charles (Stumpy) Sarver will 
all be installed in the Blue Raider 
Hall of Fame at the annual Letter- 
men's Breakfast, prior to the 1987 
MTSU Homecoming football gime 
against Youngstown State Univer- 
sity on Oct. 31. 

Dykes, now a partner in a glass 
firm in Johnson City, Tenn., came 
to MTSU in 1960 as a transfer from 
the University of Tennessee. In 
only three seasons of eligibility for 
the Blue Raiders, the former Oak 
Ridge High School all-stater set vir- 
tually every pass receiving record 
available. 

He was named to both the As- 
sociated Press Little All-America 
and the Williamson Mid-Bracket 
All-America teams as a senior in 
1963, after being named All-Ohio 
Valley Conference for three con- 
secutive seasons. He was also a 
standout on the Blue Raider track 
team. 

Stanford was the ace of the 
MTSU baseball pitching staff for 
four years prior to his graduation 
in 1962. He pitched for two seasons 
in the Washington Senators' minor 
league system before turning to 
coaching. 

He coached at both Shelbyville 
High School and Motlow State 
Community College before beocm- 
ing head coach in 1974. In 14 sea- 
sons, he led the Blue Raiders to 
four Ohio Valley Conference cham- 
pionships, six Southern Division ti- 
tles and took MTSU to the NCAA 
Tournament four times (1976, 
1981, 1982, and 1987). 

Sarver holds a unique place in 
the annals of MTSU sports 

While still playing as an out- 
standing guard on both offnese and 
defense for the Middle Tennessee 
football team, he entered a contest 
sponsored by the Murfreesboro 
Daily News Journal in 1934. 

The contest was held to choose 
a nickname for the University's ath- 
letic teams, which had been known 
earlier by a variety of names, in- 
cluding Teachers, Normalites and 
Pedagogues. 

Sarver borrowed the nickname 
of Colgate University's Red Raid- 
ers, substituted MTSU blue for 
Colgate red, and suggested Blue 
Raiders.   The   name   stuck   and

The managers then held the 
trainers on their next possession 
and put the game away when Ed- 
mondson hit Hughes for the game 
winning touchdown. 

"It was a very competitive game," 
Hughes said. "They were more pre- 
pared this time, and their defense 
was much improved. We went into 
the game thinking we were going 
to blow them out. It didn't him out 
like that and we were in a dog fight 
the whole way." 

"There is no doubt that they were 
a better team today," Stinnett said.
