Professor discusses
criminal stereotypes

Historically people that have
studied women deviants saw either
“good” women or “ba” women, an
associate professor trom Florida
State University told students last
week, in a lecture entitled “Women
Criminals: Sluts, Nuts, or Guts?”

There have been more studies of
prostitutes than any other form of
female deviants or women who dif-
fer from the normal, according to
Mann

There are three generative ph-
ases of women: menstruation, pre-
menopause, that
through different theories add to
the “nuts”

of women criminals,
Mann said.

The stage is that pre-
menstrual and menstrual cycles of
women lead to crime, Mann said.

However, 80 percent of women do
not feel any serious illness during
that time, and statistics show that
12 percent of women feel better

“The second generative phase
says that you are psychologically
bombed out when you are pre-
gnant,” Mann said, “which (theoret-
ically) leads to shoplifting.”

She sat in an Atlanta court for
nine months and found that women
felons in Atlanta are generally
younger than the median Atlanta
women, blacks are the most fre-
quently involved, and the women
tended to be unemploved

Her original idea was to find dis-
