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Boner

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (UPI) A
poll commissioned by the Nashville
Banner shows a sharp drop in voter
support for Fifth District Con-
gressman Bill Boner, the news-
paper reported today.

The newspaper said a survey of
201 registered voters last week
showed Boner with an 11-point
lead over State Rep. Steve Cobb in
a hypothetical race with 30 percent
of the voters undecided.

Boner received 40.3 percent of
the vote to 29.4 percent for Cobb.

Of the 401 fifth district voters
questioned in a Banner poll in July,
64.6 percent said they “definitely”
or “probably” would vote for
Boner's reelection.

Boner has received considerable
adverse publicity in recent months,
particularly in The Tennessean,
Nashville’s moming newspaper.

The Tennessean has had numer-
ous stories about Boner's financial
dealings, particularly how he has
engaged in major business deals
with small investments.

There was considerable publicity
in all segments of the Nashville
media this year over legal fees paid
to Boner's wife by a federal defense
contractor.

Guru

For a man who can't really feel
comfortable unless he is riding in
the back seat of one of his 90 Rolls
Royces, the Bhagwan Shree Raj-
neesh has fallen on hard times.

The guru of some 500,000 fol-

lowers has been confined since Oct.
28 to a jail cell in Charlotte, N.C.,
with a steel cot for a bed and no
pillow for his head. The food?

“I cannot eat anything they give
me,” he says.

Both the guru and his defense
attomey are protesting. For
months, nobody has been able to
gain access to Bhagwan Rajneesh’s
presence without first bathing with
unscented soap. Now he has ming-
led with some fellow jail inmates
who have a hard time identifying
soap—scented or unscented.

His lawyer, Swami Prem Niren,
says the bhagwan is in extremely
frail health, suffering from aller-
gies, asthma and back pain. “He
has been under a unique program
of care,” Niren says. “It's almost a
‘bubble boy’ situation.”

The reason Bhagwan Rajneesh
got himself in such a fine mess is
that he tried to pull the old flying-
carpet trick on the federal govern-
ment.

Somehow, he learned of a pend-
ing federal indictment against him,
and he and a handful of close fol-
lowers are accuised of trying to fly
out of the country. But when their
two Lear jets landed in Charlotte
so that the party could change plan-
es, federal agents were waiting.

The guru and his group are to
be taken back to Oregon, where he
and his cult have had a commune
called Rajnkeesh-puram on a
64,000-acre ranch since 198l.
There they will face trial.

The bhagwan should be happy
to move on. He doesn't like Char-
lotte. The seats are too hard. But

then, again, those in an Oregon
courthouse won't be any harder.

Navy

The price tag on the Navy's FA-
18 Homet fighter jet has dropped
almost 17 percent in constant dol-
lars since 1982—from $23.5 million
to $18.7 million.

The Navy's Grumman F-14
Tomcat fighter jet has fallen from
$23.9 million to $20 million, and
its Lockheed P-3C Orion anti-sub-
marine patrol plane, from $20.4
million to $18 million.

These price reductions, all ad-
justed for inflation, mount up to a
considerable piece of change be-
cause the Navy is buying large num-
bers of their planes each year—84,
in the case of the FA-18. Much of
the credit for lower costs must go
to John Lehman, who has insisted
that the number of requirements
be reduced in ongoing contracts
and on putting suppliers into a com-
petitive environment.

Lehman has set up a system
where changes in original orders
can only be made if they will not
add to the cost. Otherwise, they
must be made in blocks when an-
nual contracts are negotiated.
Safety changes are the only excep-
tion—and they must have the ap-
proval of Lehman and the chief of
naval operations.

No matter who deserves the
glory, the savings are impressive.
And the taxpayers are happy when
they lean there really are leaders
in government who are concerned

about spending.

Austin suffered the hurt knee on
Sept. 21 against Arkansas.
