This could hardly be so
because most of them you never
see, only the results of what they
have done comes to your attention.
They are not paid. They get no
special rates for what they have
done. Admission to all campus
events is the same for them as for
any other student.

Of Author, Kahlil Gabran

The Prophet is a collection oflage. He is a man whose fame and

the philosopliecal attitudes, ideas
and beliefs of Kahlil Gabran. Mr.
Gabran, who is both a poet and
philosapher, was born in Lebanon;
but his works have been translated
in many different languages.

This book expresses the truths
of life with all the music, beauty
and idealism of a Syrian untouched
by the harshness of life. It puts
the thoughts and beliefs of the
average person into print, and is
also an expresion of the deepest
impulses of man’s heart and mind.

Published in 1923, The Prophet
is the most popular and widely
read of the works of Kahlil Gahran,
who is considered a genius of his

influence have spread far beyond
the Near East.

Everyday subjects and occur-
rances. such as love, marriage, joy
and sorrow, death and numerous
others, are dealt with: but the
majesty and beauay in which he
clothes these and poetic way of
expressing these ideas, which
people subconsciously know and
feel, are all his own.

A deeply religious person is the
author of this book, and the ideas
for his writings are drawn from
his greal reservoir of spiritual
life—else they would not be so
universal and potent.

In a recent learned journal (Playboy) the distinguished board

Mr. Sigafoos can find no solution to this lamentable imbal-
ance. I, however, believe there is one—and a very simple one.
It is this: if students of science don’t have time to come to
the arts, then the arts must come to students of science,

For example, it would be a very easy thing to teach poetry
and music right along with physics. Students, instead of being
ealled upon merely to recite, would instead be required to
rhyme their answers and set them to familiar tunes—like, for
instance, the stirring Colonel Bogey March. Thus recitations
would not only be chock-a-block with important facts but
would, at the same time, expose the students to the aesthetic
delights of great poetry and music. Here, try it yourself. You
all know The Colonel Bogey March.
