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Blind student finds friend in dog

A dog is a man’s best friend. Just
ask Ed Sandoval, a 28-year-old
Middle Tennessee State University
freshman.

Ed lost his eye-sight two years
ago afteralong battle with diabetes.
It was a year later when he got a
call from Seeing Eye of Morris-
town, N.J. for a month-long train-
ing session with Charlie — his se-
eing-eye dog.

Since that time, Charlie, a two-
year old golden retriever, has been
Ed’s constant companion.

As a pup, Charlie was donated
to Seeing-Eye, and he lived with a
family who works with Seeing-Eye.
During that time, Charlie received
training on manners, house break-
ing and grooming before going into
extensive training as a seeing-eye
dog.

According to Ed, actually be-
coming a seeing-eye dog is a big
honor.

“Only about 10 percent of the
dogs accepted at the school are cho-
sen as working dogs,” Ed said

After Charlie spent three months
with a trainer, Ed went to New Jer
sey for his personal training ses-
sions with the dog

According to Ed, it was love at
first sight for both he and Charlie.

“I love him so much, I'd rather
have him than my eye-sight back,”
Ed said affectionately. “He's saved
my life two times already. I could
never part with him.”

The relationship between a Se-
eing-Eye dog and his master is very
close. To those who haven't been
exposed to this sort of relationship,
it may seem strange.

Charlie is in Ed’s house 24 hours
aday. He isn't allowed to go outside
because the chance that he could
chase a cat or rabbit into the path
of a car is just too great, Ed said.

“For someone that’s blind, you
can’'t see what your dog is dmng_‘
once he’s off the leash. You could

lose control. As Iunu as he’s on the
leash, he's under absolute control,”
he added.

For this duo, life at MTSU is a
real pleasure

"My main problem [on campus]
is everybody wants to pat him when
he is in his hamess. He's trained to
ignore it, but he’s still a dog,” Ed
said. “When he's in the hamess,
he’s a working dog.

“When he’s got his hamess on,

unless they ask me, it's hands off.
It's hard for me to come out and
tell people to please not pat the
dog. I need friends, but sometimes
they take offense at it. So, it’s hard
for me to tell them not to pet him.

“When he doesn't have his har-
ness on, then it’s okay. He knows
the difference.” '

Charlie also has one other dis-
tinction. He may be the first dog
in the history of MTSU whose
name is called during a class roll-

call.

On the issue of merit pay, 56P€l’-
cent of the respondents opposed
the abolishment of merit pay
Sixty-two percent favor allocat-
ing merit pay as an absolute award
rather than as a percentage of sal
ary. This would potentially award
equal merit to faculty members re
gardless of salary level
A 54 percent majority favors
periodical reevaluating of the
MTSU faculty to determine if they
are still qualified to hold their cur-
rent rank. However, only 43 per-
cent of full professors favor this
proposition
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The survey also found that 45
percent of the respondents found
themselves to be above average
when compared to faculties at other
State Board of Regents schools.

Among other findings, most fac-
ulty members felt that most univer-
sity services meet their needs well,
with two exceptions.

Fourty-six percent felt that the
Public Relations office provided in-
adequate service, and 41 percent
felt that Sidelines served their
needs poorly.

Also, 61 percent are dissatisfied
with their salary and only 32 per-
cent are satisfied with travel funds
available from the university.

On the positive side, the survey
found that 97 percent of the re-
spondents where satisfied with
their life in general Seventy-nine
percent were pleased with their
standard of living, and 75 percent
were satisfied with the way their
future looks.

Sixty-five percent rated their
present position at MTSU as satis-
factory, while 17 percent were
highly satisfied with their postion.

A majority of the respondents
were also pleased with MTSU's re-
cruitment of minority students and
faculty.

This fact is somewhat displeasing
to Wyatt.

“I'm a little disappointed with
that figure. I feel we are doing a
good job,” he said, “but you can
never be satisfied with the recruit-
ment of minorities.”

According to Wyatt, the 254 re-
spondents to the survey represent
55 percent of MTSU’s faculty.

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Tennessee Tech surprises conference;

Blue Raiders lead OVC at mid point

The Ohio Valley Conference is about halfway
through the 1987 season, and there are a few sur-
prises in the standings.

The biggest surprise is probably the play of Tenn-
essee Tech.

No. Local stations
mainly use only one camera for
highlight footage. It is usually
shot from the press box, which
would not produce obvious
proof to change a call.

In the case of a game being
on television, every station that
televises a game may use a dif-
ferent number of cameras or in-
stant replay machines. If a sta-
tion has only one replay angle,
but the station in the next town

has capabilities of having three
instant replays, there would be
an unfair advantage.

The main thing in the World
Series to remember about in-
stant replays is that the net-
works, ABC or NBC, have 12 to
15 cameras for use in televising
the game. They probably have
access to six, at the most, differ-
ent replay machines. With that
many machines in use, a replay

could be used to change the call.
