When Middle Tennesee
State University President
Sam Ingram leaves the
school in 1990, many stu-
dents, faculty, administra-
tion and community mem-
bers say they will miss him
greatly.

“President Ingram is a
fantastic man to work for.
He never left any doubt
about where you stood with
him,” Robert LaLance, vice
president for student af-
fairs, said. “He was prompt
about answering issues, and
he handled the university's
resources in fine fashion.
We'll all miss him.”

“He has been a tremend-
ous benefit to the [mass
pro-
gram,” Edward Kimbrell,
mass communication pro-
fessor, said. “He has meant
more than any other presi-
dent.”

Kimbrell added that a
great deal of the credit for
the recent accredid‘ati(m of
the university's mass com-

communications|

munications  department
should go to Ingram.

Ingram announced dur-
ing the Friday, Dec. 10
meeting of the State Board
of Regents in Memphis that
he would leave his post at
MTSU in 1990 after 10
vears as head of the univer-
sity.

The outgoing president
said he was ready to pursue
other endeavors, and the
school needed fresh leader-
ship.

“After 11 years at MTSU,
I think the university de-
serves a change,” Ingram
said. “After so long with the
same leader, an institution
needs a change to achieve
its full potential.”

Ingram’s retirement will
become effective in January
1990, which will give the
Board of Regents a full year
to choose a replacement.

“This will give the board
and campus a complete
year to do a search job and
avoid a lengthy interim
period,” he said.

At its March meeting the

Board of Regents will ap-
point a search committee
and choose criteria for ap-
plicants. As vet, there is-no
indication of who will apply
for the position.

As far as his personal fu-
ture is concerned, Ingram
said he intends to spend
some time on his 80 acre
cattle farm in
County.

“I plan to spend 50 per-

mand the recognition they
deserve for their abilities
both in the classroom and
in the careers they choose.
“Today’s Black America
knows that no person, no
nation can truly exist half-
way in slavery and halfway
in freedom. We have our
civil rights... now we must
attempt to secure our silver
rights!” he exclaimed.
McDonald also encour-
aged his audience to show
their support of black
athletes. He claimed that
many white coaches see
black athletes as “one di-
mensional.” McDonald
went on to say that black
Americans must “sell our
athletes on college cam-
puses; I speak specifically of
MTSU. We must teach our
black athletes not to let
themselves be exploited.”
McDonald has already
applied the elements of this
speech to his own life. He

Smokers may have to
watch where they smoke on
campus if a proposal by
MTSU President Sam
Ingram to restrict smoking
areas is approved.

Ingram has proposed
that each building appoint
a committee composed of
smokers and non-smokers
to  determine well-venti-
lated areas that should be
designated for smoking.
