A BILL THAT would raise

under consideration by the
House Finance, Ways and
Means Committee.

Most of the fraternity
presidents who attended the
IFC Presidents Roundtable
Tuesday agreed that such a
change would be necessary
because so few rushees would
be over the legal age.

In addition, passage of the
bill could affect the current
policy allowing fraternities to

Nearly 100 different awards
and scholarships were
presented to 117 students at
Monday night’s academic
awards banquet honoring
those who earned special
recognition in their fields of
study this year.

Mary Tom Berry, depart-
ment chairman of elementary
and special education, shared
with the group of faculty
members, students and their
families and friends the idea of
the Swiss psychologist Jean
Piaget that learning is “partly
by nature and partly by
nurture.”

adding that the honored

The awards were announced

Although Jackson has said he
is not in a position to criticize
Farrakhan's comments, failure
to do so could hand the
Republican Party with a strong
issue for the general election—
the racial insensitivity of the
Democratic Party.

Mr. Jackson should either
come out with a strong
denunciation or drop out of the
race for the Democratic
nomination. There is no other
choice.

[ realize the police cannot be
everywhere at all times, but I
am not alone in my belief that
MTSU has been negligent to
the safety of its students. Not
only are there not enough
lights on campus, but the ones
that are here are frequently
burned out. On a single night I
counted eight lights out from
the Janes Union Building to
Lyon Dorm and the area
around Peck Hall. This left a
large part of the campus in
total darkness.

Dr. Jeanette Heritage, a
psychology professor whose
office is in Peck Hall, said
“there have been several nights
it was so dark 1 couldn’t find
my car.” Dr. Heritage also said
“two years ago they cut back
the height of all bushes on
campus to the national
requirement of three feet.”
Today the bushes beside Peck
Hall are 10 feet tall. With few
lights, many trees and large
overgrown bushes, this area is
very appropriately named
“Rape Forest.”

Still another part of campus
with hazardous lighting
conditions is ] and K apart-
ments: the courtyard is
completely dark, with no lights
and the corridors are so dimly

Anderson, director, intended
to remind the audience of the
Holocaust.

Anderson said she
want people to forget that nine
million Jews disappeared and
six million are known dead as a
result of Hitler's purges.

“The children have possibly
been forgotten,” she said.

THE PLAY WHICH opened
April 20 at 8 p.m. in the arena
theater of the Dramatic Arts
Building required “an in-
credible amount of work from
everyone involved,” Anderson
said.

The cast rehearsed Sunday
through Friday from 7:30 to
10:30 since Feb. 27, the
technical workers worked
Monday through Friday from 1
p.m.to 8 p.m., the costume
designers went out and sear-
ched for authentic 1940
clothing and  publicity
organized the tickets, programs
and posters.

Anderson did extensive
research on the Holocaust and
the environment in Europe at
the time.

“I WANTED TO answer my
own questions of why it
happened,” Anderson said. “I
never came to a conclusion—
perhaps power or Hitler's
insatiable ego.™

After reading several books
about Anne Frank, Anderson
did an analysis of the play and
tried to what the
playright was trying to sav in
the play.

Murfreesboro Oakland High
guard Allen Swader became
the first local player to sign
with MTSU Wednesday night
when he signed a letter-of-
intent to play for the Blue
Raiders.

John Rucker was the last
local player to receive a grant
from the Raiders in 1970.

SWADER GUIDED his high
school club to a 31-1 record in
his senior season, pacing the
team with 18 points per game,
shooting 50 percent from the
field during the season.

Oakland coach Dickie
Thomas had nothing but praise
for the new Blue Raider, saying
“he has no weaknesses.”

“He shot the ball well, got
our break going and handled
the ball well,” Thomas said,
adding that he needs to im-
prove his ballhandling ability
to play on the college level.

THOMAS SAID he hoped he
did not influence the decision
made by Swader, who also
received offers from Austin
Peay, Motlow State, Vol State
and David Lipscomb on the
NAIA level.

“There are some of the pros
and cons for an athletc at-
tending the local college,”
Thomas said. The players feel

if he comes, he’s going to play
and if he doesn't play, the local
fans are going to blame the
coach.”

Swader said he chose to
come to MTSU because he felt
he had a greater opportunity to
play here.

“ONE REASON 1 chose to
come here is that I felt I had a
greater chance of playing,”
Swader said quietly.
“Anotherreason is that I feel a
junior college is for building
grades and I want an education
and play here for four years.”
