Another important observation in
with all students, faculty and other
people are encouraged to participate
in is the wearing of the red ribbon.
The red ribbon expresses compassion
for all living people with AIDS and is
in remembrance for those who have
passed on.

Although only two AIDS cases

were reported in Tennessee in 1982,
the numbers have risen to 1, 068 by
1995.

According to statistical
information from Nashville CARES,
an organization dedicated to the
helping of AIDS/HIV infected people,
the number of reported AIDS cases
and HIV infected people has risen to
almost 12,000 in the state -of
Tennessee. Out of the reported
12,000 people that have been affected,
over 3, 500 of them have died.

Rising 97 percent from 10 years
ago, 62 people have been diagnosed
with the HIV virus, and 63 people
have been diagnosed with AIDS in
Rutherford County. @

Black Panther history recounted by Seale

Bobby Seale, the co-founder of the
Black Panther Party for Self-Defense,
spoke for three hours Monday night
about the formation of the group.

Seale denounced Melvin and
Mario Van Peebles’ movie “Panther”
as a degradation of the truth.

“Ninety percent of what's
portrayed in the film never
happened,” said Seale.

He cited Hugh Pearson’s "The
Shadow of the Panther" and former
party member Elaine Brown’s "A
Taste of Power" as false information
that helped contribute to the negative
image of the Black Panthers.

Seale also attributes blame to
former California Governor Ronald
Reagan, late FBI Director J. Edgar
Hoover, deceased Chicago Mayor Tom
Daly as well as the media for creating
and developing the misconceptions
that provides the beliefs that the
Black Panther Party was a Black
militant hate group.

According to Seale, his book,
"Seize the Time," corrects the
misconceptions associated with the
Black Panthers.

“Many depict Huey [Newton] and
I as gangsters and hoodlums. Ladies

What is the foremost thought on
students’ minds as they approach the
end of the semester?

Is it final exams? No. Christmas
break? Wrong again. What about
the inevitable farewell to friends?
Keep trying.

The number one concern of
students at the end of the semester
could very well be “How much am I
going to get back for my books?”

This is understandable,
considering the significant
investment students are required to
make.

According to Jim Simpson,
textbook manager of MTSU’s Phillips
Bookstore, students spent $3.5
million on books during the last
academic year. Of that, $1.25 million
was returned to students who sold
books back.

How does the bookstore
determine the amount students will
receive for their used books?

Students receive 50 percent of the
new book price when they sell a book
back. Therefore, if you paid $40 for a
new book, expect to get $20 back. If
you purchased the same book used for
$30, you will still receive $20 upon
return.

and gentlemen, both of us came
straight off the college campus.”

The Black Panthers grew from
student activism in the 1960s.

Both men attended Marick
College in Oakland, California, where
Seale studied engineering design and
Newton studied law. Seale worked on
the Gemini Missile Project with the
Keiser Aerospace Electronics
Company in the late 1950s and early
1960s.

“In the early 1960s we black
people had no understanding of our
African and African-American history
and struggle. We were...still calling
each other negroes and colored.”

After the assassination of
Malcolm X in 1965, Seale and Newton
developed an organization to observe
and patrol the actions of the police.

Seale is also the founder of
R.E.A.C.H.!, an organization that
works with American youth.

“It was incredible the way this old
man remembers, so easily, events
that happened so many years ago,”
says Quincy Byrdsong, an MTSU
graduate student.

Seale ended the evening by
signing his book and engaging
members of the audience in
conversation. @

As a woman who will one
day have children, this bill
(and the thinking behind it)
gives little consideration to the
fact that I could die as a result,
so forgive me if | am somewhat
touchy about it.

The issue seems to come
down to the question of

whether a woman should give
up her life for her unborn child.
Many hold sacrificial death to
be a noble action, and if a
woman is faced with the
decision, she may willingly risk
death in order to save the
child. But is it really the duty
of the U.S. Congress (only 10
percent of whom are women, by
the way) to make that decision
for her? Surely none of us
believe that Congress should
be in the business of deciding
who dies and who doesn't

If this procedure is used to
save the life of the mother,
then what's the point of the
bill? The truth is that few are
really as interested in banning
this type of abortion as they
are in appeasing a radically
right political wing that just
won't quit until it imposes it's

version of truth on the rest of

us heathens. (These are the
same enlightened folks who
revere the sanctity of human
life yet are ready and willing to
send all the bad guys to the
chair.)

Let me qualify my
argument by noting that I am
pro-life. But I don’t endorse
outlawing abortion, because I
am not yet self-righteous
enough to make that decision
for anyone but myself. And |

am so enraged by the rest of

the “pro-life” movement that I
wouldn’'t associate my views
with theirs, anyway

Why do we have this
foolish little bill running

through the House and Senate?

It’s certainly not because
anyone’s concerned about
children. If all these people
crying, “Save the unborn!” were
sincere, they would be just as
adamant about saving the
already born. Remember—this
is the same Congress which is
financially wounding our child
care and educational systems.

I have little respect for a
group of people who indulge
themselves by shaming others.
I was recently accused (rather
violently, I might add) of
supporting a political
candidate who was “fer killin’
babies.” I wanted to reply that,
yes, our goal is to win election
so we can kill as many babies
this year as humanly
possible—we're going for the
“Baby-Killing Liberal” award
to add to the “Gerbil-Stuffing”
one we got last year.

My point is that no one is
“fer killin’ babies” or even “pro-
abortion.” No one wants
abortion. But a woman’s
personal life is within her own
jurisdiction and no one else’s.
Especially if it is a life-or-death
case. Let’s not be so
preoccupied with our own
holiness that we are willfully
blind to the suffering of other
people. I would like to ask a
question of the religious
right—what will happen when
the first woman dies as a result
of this bill? Where will all
your holiness be then?

The Blue Raider basketball
team opened the 1995-96
season with two straight wins
against non-conference
opponents.

Middle opened its home
season Saturday afternoon
with a win over the Sycamores
of Indiana State University,
81-78.

In a very close game,
Middle was able to take an 18-
16 lead with ten minutes
remaining in the first half and
stay on top for the rest of the
game. Senior guard Tim
Gaither scored with five
seconds remaining in the first
half to give the Raiders a 42-32
halftime lead.

In the second half, Indiana
State closed in on the Raiders’
lead. The Sycamores cut the
lead to one with 3:25
remaining in the game, but the
Raiders were able to outscore
ISU 9-7 in the last minutes of
the contest, with Gaither
taking the lead role and
showing the heady play that
has made him one of the OVC’s
finest.

With thirty seconds
remaining in the game and
Middle clinging to a 77-75 lead
Gaither, saving a ball about to
go into the backcourt, had the
presence of mind to call a time-
out in mid-air to keep
possession. After the time-out
and a missed shot, Gaither
came up with the loose ball to
give Middle a new shot clock.
Indiana State was forced to
foul, and Gaither sank four
consecutive free throws to seal
the game.

“I’'m supposed to be the
leader out there,” Gaither said
of his play late in the game.

The Raiders’ shooting
accuracy played a key role in
their win Monday night .

Middle shot 67.3 percent
from the field in the win (33-
49), including 76 percent in the
second half.
