The question: "What are 
the rights, limitations, and obliga- 
tions of the media?" 

Phil Davidson, a hostage 
negotiator, voiced the opinion that

The exam- 
ples of other hostage situations, 
such as the Trans World Airlines 
drama, are encouragement to them 
already. 

Middle ground between these 
two ■ ->ews seemed to be struck with 
Kimbrell's opinion that the media 
should be present during such an 
occurrence, but it should control 
the situation, and not let the situa- 
tion control it. He offered the sug- 
gestion that perhaps instead of 
being given the live coverage they 
received on July 2, they should have 
been told thev could voice their 
opinions, but on tape, and not live. 
This would have been used as a 
control to show the prisoners that 
officials were willing to meet them 
halfway, but not to answer their 
l>eck and call. 

The final question of the show 
was directed at Kimbrell by Seigen- 
thaler. It involved the question of

guards because their demands were 
not met?" 

"Certainly I would feel some 
guilt," he answered, adding he 
would "still have to treat the situa- 
tion the same." 

In a brief later interview, Kim- 
brell said that this question would 
require a "lot of thought" and care- 
ful consideration in order to give a 
better answer, considering what a 
delicate subject it is. 

In the next months, about every 
fourth show will be dedicated to 
media-related subject matter, and 
Kimbrell will guest on all of these.

Nuclear storage facility proposed for state 
[Editor's note: Thus us the first in- 
stallment of a series analyzing nu- 
clear storage facilities and prttjwsed 
sites for facilities in Tennessee.]

There are 88 nuclear power 
plants in the United States. All of 
these plants produce radioactive 
waste, 10,000 metric tons to date. 

This waste is highly radioactive 
and highly dangerous. The spent 
fuel rods give off 10,000 times the 
accepted lethal dose of radiation. 
Some way of safely storing this 
waste must be found, since it will 
lie 10,000 years until these rods 
reach a safe level of radioactivity. 

Almost everyone in nuclear 
energy agrees with these facts. 
What they do not agree about is 
how and where to store this waste. 
When former President Carter 
banned the re-processing of used 
fuel rods, it created the need for a 
permanent storage facility. Plants 
have l>een storing waste on-site, but 
their space is running out. 

The Nuclear Waste Policy Act, 
passed in 1982, gave the Depart- 

ment of Energy the authority to 
build a national permanent storage 
site and to examine the need for an 
interim facility. 

In December 1984, the DOE an- 
nounced their top three choices for 
a permanent site. All three— 
Hartford, Washington, Deaf Smith 
County, Texas, and Yucca Moun- 
tain, Nevada—have filed suit 
against the government to prevent 
the placement of the site in their 
states. 

The delay this may cause makes 
the construction of an interim facil- 
ity, commonly known as a Moni- 
tored Betrievable Storage facility, 
much more important. 

The DOE proposed 11 sites at 
first and then narrowed it down to 
three in April: Clinch River, 
Hartsville, and Oak Ridge Reserva- 
tion. 

DOE's reason for this was the 
need for an MRS to be within 100 
miles of Knoxville, which a DOE 
map described as the geographic 
center of nuclear power plants in 
the United States. 

It has since been revealed by 
Sen. Albert Gore that the DOE 
map was incorrect and the actual 

nuclear center is in southern Ohio. 
Gore said that the incident 

"raises the question of what other 
facts may have been presented in 
a slightly altered way to make it 
appear that this is the prime prop- 
osal." 

The abandoned Clinch River 
reactor site has been described by 
the DOE as their prime choice for 
the MRS. 

Clinch River is near Oak Ridge, 
which has a long record of involve- 
ment in the nuclear affairs of the 
United States. It has recently been 
revealed that between 1955 and 
1963, 71 tons of nuclear waste was 
stored around Oak Ridge, much of 
it improperly. 

If the MRS site is built in Ten- 
nessee, nuclear fuel from around 
the country will be shipped here. 
There could be as many as 1000 
shipments of waste going through 
Tennessee every year, which would 
be kept here until they could be 
stored in one of the permanent 
storage facilities. 

Many objections have been 
raised against locating the MRS in 
Tennessee and against building the 
MRS at all.

'Star Wars' needs careful consideration 

This week I received a letter from Rep. 
Robert J. Mrazek,D-NY, concerning the 
Reagan administration's Strategic Defense 

Initiative — better known as Star Wars. 
The Star Wars Initiative has been a source 

of great debate in Congress, not to mention 
among the "Great Unwashed." 

If approved in the extravagant manner 
envisioned by Reagan, Star Wars could cost 
the taxpayers $2(S billion in the next five 
years, and as much as $70 billion over eight 
years in research alone. 

Most experts estimate that when fully de- 
ployed, a deep space anti-ballistic missile 
system would cost perhaps $1 trillion! 

Of course, that is not accounting for 
inflation, variable economic trends, and the 
fact that we are years, even decades, away 
from realizing this program, according to a 
recent announcement by scientists at the 
University of Illinois 

But think of it: an orbiting system of anti- 
ballistic missile lasers, powered by nuclear 
reaction, armed and ready to activate at a 
moment's  notice  and  able  to unleash  not 

only destructive capabilities, but offensive 
retaliation at the speed of, well, light! And 
all of this in the balanced, informed judg- 
ment of those war-saturated Pentagon gen- 
erals. 

Or even another president with the be- 
nevolent attitude of Ronald Reagan. 

Whv, it's enough to warm the cockles of 

any conservative's heart. 
In March of 1983, when the president 

announced his dream of making nuclear 

weapons forever "impotent and obsolete," 
few took his proposals as more than the glit- 
tering fantasies he is known for, particularly 

with the upcoming elections. 
But, when during the debates prior to 

election time, he suggested that after all the 
expenditure, research, and effort, he would 
simplv "hand over the plan to the Russians 
with no questions asked, a stunned Mondale 
could hardly believe his ears, and even some 
of those see-no-evil -in- Reagan conservatives 
were flustered.

Thai coup inspires apathy

A few days ago Thailand experi- 
enced its nineteenth coup in 53 
years. Three men were killed and 

59 injured. Two of the three killed 
were Americans: a journalist and a 
soundman. The personal accep- 

tance of the news was not shocking. 
Political killings, burnings, bomb- 
ings are all accepted as part of the 

world's problems. 
What was terribly shocking, even 

disturbing , was the apathy witli 
which the news was met. One can- 
not expect much of a reaction from 
the Thai. They are an apathatic 

people. But who would not be 
apathetic in their situation? 

Thev have been under constant 

suppression for the last 53 vears. 
The source of that suppression has 
not alwavs been the same, but the 
it has alwavs been there. 

After years of being in this type 
of environment, an individual can- 
not be expected to stand up for his/ 

her constitutional rights what con- 

stitutional rights? much less those 

ol anyone else 
All they can <lo IN follow the 

"Golden Rule, or in this case the 

strength. 

As a point ol fact, tins was one 
of the mildest. least bloodv 

coups the people of Thailand have 
seen in a long time. Notice, I wrote 
"seen." The average Thai is not in- 

volved in the direct planning or 
execution of a coup. To the Thai it 
is merely a show to watch from the 
sidelines, a violent Family Feud, a 
spectator sport. Do not get directly 
involved and it can be interesting. 

All the fighting and arguing 
about whose turn it is to run the 
government takes place among the 

generals of the Thai military. 
Concern was expressed by the 

U.S. government. U.S. officals 

were glad to hear that Prime Minis- 
ter Prem Tunsulanonda was keep- 
ing everything under control for the 

moment. Well, it is more conve- 

nient to deal with someone you 
know and would be more willing to 

collaborate with than having to start 
all over with someone else. 

The main concern of the U.S. 

government, though, is with the 
Thai army. More specifically, the 
army and its $102 million worth of 

equipment. 
And who furnished this equip- 

ment ? 

Yes, the U.S. government. Con- 
trol of this equipment by an un- 
friendly type of fellow could cause 
serious problems, to put it sim- 
ply,   very simply. 

Even though the Thai are 

apathatic to a situation that encom- 
passes them, we cannot afford to 
be, as individuals or as a nation. 

There is not much we, as individu- 
als, can do about the problem ex- 
cept to be aware and informed. 

But as a nation the possibilities 
are endless and dangerous

Han kins foresaw Spring Hill 
dilemma  10 years ago

"Where in the hell is Spring Hill, 
Tennessee?" That is the question 
General Motors officials might 

have asked in 1976. 

Today Spring Hill is the site for 

GM's Saturn, one of the biggest 

auto-manufacturing plants ever 
built 

In 1976 CanetaS Hankins. a his- 

torical preservation professor at 
MTSU, saw the potential for indus- 
trial growth in Spring Hill. 

In her thesis for a master's de- 
gree in historical preservation. 

Hankins surveyed Spring Hill s ar- 

chitectural heritage 

There arc 19 buildings, including 
three churches, just off Main Street 

that   have   historical   significance 

Hankins suggested these be nomi- 
nated for historical zoning to the 
National Register of Historic- 
Places. 

This would protect these build- 

ings from demolition for federal or 
state projects, such as highways or 
commercial businesses. However, 

the owners of the properties would 
still have the right to sell the build- 
ings. 

Hankins also suggested that citi- 
zens form a community preserva- 
tion group that would "work closely 

with the city government to form 
plans which will protect the city's 
resources and yet provide for 

necessary changes and improve- 
ments in the continuing progress 
of the community." 

These options were not im- 
plemented. 

Today, the historical section of 
Spring Hill is in clanger of being 
torn down to make way for GM. 

Progress is inevitable in almost 

every small town. Unfortunately, it 
usually isn't until business moves 
in that residents realize the value 

of their heritage. 

Zoning would have given Spring 
Hill's citizens some control over 
this original part of town. 

Hopefully it isn't too late. 

"I feel that efforts will be made 

in the next year to nominate these 
areas to the Register and to pre- 
serve them," Hankins said. 

Spring Hill's dilemma is a prob- 
lem that has plagued civilization for 

centuries. Society must leam to 
look forward to its future while pre- 
serving its past.
