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A "Song Slam" will be 
added this year to the Honors 
Lyceum which includes poetry 
and a Celtic Christmas. 

The goal of the Honors 
Program is to stimulate creativity 
and offer unlimited opportunities. 
The lyceum offers a chance for 
cultural entertainment whether 
people want to perform or just 
listen, said Dr. John P. 
Montgomery, Honors professor. 

Montgomery said he 
borrowed the idea of a lyceum 
from Aristotle. 

"It's just a name Aristotle 
used for 'school,'" said Dr. 
Harold Parker, chairperson for 
the philosophy department 

According to Parker, the 
lyceum deals with questions 
concerning the basic principles of 
philosophy. "They studied 
questions about the meaning of 
life, nature of reality, nature of 
real art, rules of clear thinking 
and the basis of knowledge," 
Parker said. 

Modern lyceums, however, 
also focus on contemporary 
issues. 

The lyceum series begins 
Sept. 22 with the poetry slam 
"An Anarchy of Poetry." Each 
student will be allowed five 
minutes of uncensorcd "mike" 
lime to read original poetry or a 
favorite piece by someone else. 
The event will be co-sponsored 
by the English Honor Society 
Sigma Tau Delta. 

Song slam which is the 
second feature begins with 
"Murfrccsboro Unplugged." 
Members of the public arc 
invited to bring their "guitars and 
original songs" to Wright Music 
Theater to display their writing 
and playing talents. Each 
performer will be given six 
minutes of air time, and a piano 
will be provided. 

Montgomery said those in 

the Recording Industry 
Management major are especially 
invited to reveal their talents. 
This event is being co-sponsored 
by Bruce Nemerov from the 
Center for Popular Music. 

A Celtic Christmas, the fnal 
feature, will be performed by 
Philosophy Professor Ron 
Bombardi and his band the 
"Rogues." 

Band members will discuss 
their instruments with the public 
and will offer a short history of 
the works they perform. 

Montgomery said the 
lyceum lets people "get to know 
each other again. We pull people 
in and entertain them and teach 
them too." 

The lecture series about 
gender will present speakers who 
will approach the topic from a 
variety of angles. Montgomery 
said the points of view will be 
academic, not emotional. He said 
time also will be allowed for 
debate among the student 
audience. 

Montgomery said the 
program wants to "make this 
experience memorable beyond a 
college diploma and a packed 
suitcase in the back of a car."

For years I dutifully spent my hard 
earned cash to hear an endless series of bands whose talent seldom 
even rose to the level of pitiable. On rare occasions a fairly 
capable group might sweep through town like freak meteorological 
conditions, but the odds made Vegas seem like an even bet and I 
was swiftly going broke. 

I'm assuming that I am not an isolated case in this regard. If 
my counterparts are out there, poring feverishly over this page, 
shivering and nauseated by many long months of aesthetic 
malnutrition, I am happy to announce to you that MTSU has a cure. 
The music department has been kind enough to provide a wide 
array of free (or cheap) concerts featuring music which in many 
cases has stood the lest of hundreds of years (and time is the best 
critic of all). No beer, is available, in keeping with the principles 
of the university environment. 
This represents a fine opportunity to educate one's self —an 
opportunity no true student should pass up. 

For our entertainment and enrichment, the concert scries will 
be bringing visiting pianist Lynn Rice-See and the Dutch vocal 
ensemble Quink Sept. 17 and Oct. 15, respectively. I must admit 
that the latter sparks my interest somewhat. Aside from the cute 
name, the five-member group performs entirely a cappella. 
Judging by the group's recorded material, the members count 
Renaissance madrigals in their repertoire. If you've never heard 
these venerated works performed, I can assure you that they are a 
refreshing alternative to the electric cacophony with which we are 
inundated daily on TV and radio, in restaurants and malls, 
increasingly in bookstores and probably soon in libraries and 
forests. 

The Stones River Chamber Players, an ensemble composed of 
MTSU music faculty members, will be giving concerts Oct. 3 and 
Nov. 11. Both consist of works by fairly modern composers, and 
the former will feature a piece by faculty member Lynn T. 
Hutchcson. The Stones River Chamber Players arc a delight 
because their performances always contain a certain eclectic 
quality that brings life to whatever repertoire they choose to 
perform, be it old or new. I heartily recommend giving them a 
listen. 

Last of the three major programs provided by the music 
department is the Middle Tennessee Symphony. The symphony is 
host to a visit Sept. 20 by vocalist Helen Reddy. If there are 
hundreds of Reddy fans out there, forgive me, but I am withholding 
judgment. I feel I must be wary of any artist who sings, "I am 
woman, hear me roar,'" yet honestly, beyond that I know as much 
about Reddy as I do about quantum mechanics, which is not much. 
Therefore, in this one case I shall simply cast myself as the bearer 
of these tidings and let you decide what to make of it. The 
symphony, with pianist Andrei Dclcanu, will perform its 
Halloween concert Oct. 31. This promises to be a superb night, 
with music appropriate to the season by Ravel, Strauss, Prokoficff 
and Saint-Saens. The final performance this semester will be the 
Dec 13. Christmas Pops concert. 

Except for the Symphony performances, which will be in 
Tucker Theater and cost S2 each, the offerings will occur in the 
Wright Music Hall and are free to student* and faculty. The Reddy 
concert is an unfortunate S21 across th ■ board. Pretty hefty, but 
really, is it any more than a night of lousy beer and sloppy music at 
one of Murfreesboro's numerous dives?
