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Govornor's   new 
plan cuts budget 

Governor Ned McWherter's 
proposed 1992-93 state budget 
includes S248.2 million in cuts to 
state departments and agencies, 
leaving next year's spending 
S63.9 million less than the current 
year. 

"I still hope the General 
Assembly will enact a package of 
education reform and funding that 
will provided students with a 
quality education and keep our 
schools from being taken over by 

the courts. My recommendations 
on these matters remain before 
the legislature, and I am open to 
responsible alternatives. 

"This budget anticipates no 
new taxes and a conservative 
growth rate in existing revenues. 
It places priority on funding our 
most vital state services, such as 
education, public safety, mental 
health and protection of the 
environment, within the revenues 
that are available," McWherter 
said. 

The 9.553 billion budget is 
0.7 percent less that this year's 
budget of S9.617 billion. It 
presumes a growth rate of 1.98 
percent for total state revenues in 
the coming year, with sales tax 
growth of 3 percent. 

The budget includes funding 
of K-12 education and higher 
education at current levels. 
Money is included in the K-12 
budget to pay  for projected 

growth in enrollment. 
The budget calls for a net 

reduction of 1,058 positions in 
the General Fund, many of which 
are vacant due to the state's 
hiring freeze. In meetings Friday 
and Monday with his Cabinet, 
the governor has instructed that 
every effort be made to achieve 
these reductions without layoffs 
as in the past. 

This brings to more than 
5,000 the number of positions 
eliminated by McWherter since 
1987 through his programs to 
improve economy and efficiency 
in state government. 

Small increases in state 
funding are recommended in the 
budget. 

Funding for most other state 
agencies will reduced in order to 
balance the budget. 

"These reductions are being 
made in an orderly fashion. We 
have placed top priority on 
required services and a lesser 
priority on services that are 
desired," said David Manning, 
commissioner of the Department 
of Finance and Administration. 

Included in the S248.2 
million in budget cuts are the 
cancellation of S17.4 million in 
capital projects. 

"This budget will challenge 
all three branches of state 
government of improve their 
management and maintain 
services for Tenncsscans during 
these recessionary times," 
McWherter said.
